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Council Okays City Budget

The South Amboy City Council has approved its 1990
budget which keeps the municipal tax rate stable at 52
cents per $100 of assessed valuation while at the same
time retaining all levels of service.

According to city officials,

the spending package was

delayed this year due to the late arrival of figures from

the state. The city learned in late July that it would be
receiving $255,000 from the state for municipal

revitalization funds.

When the increases generated by gains in the school
and county tax levies are factored in, a South Amboy
home owner with a house assessed at $65,000 will pay
$318 a year more in taxes, or $2,398 in 1990 vs. $2,080 in

1989.

Lease-Purchase Plan

The Board of Education
last month voted
unanimously to finance a
multi-million dollar school
expansion project through a
lease-purchase method of
payment.

The lease-payment
method will allow the school
budget to bypass a school
bond referendum. South
Amboy voters have rejected
school board referendums
four times since 1973.

The school board was
moved to its decision due to
the over-crowded conditions
at the Harold C. Hoffman
High School as well as a
recent state arder to replace

temporary trailer
classrooms currently
housing elementary school
students by 1991,

The board plans to add 10
modular classrooms to the
John Street building that
house both the high school
and elementary school. Also,
the board would like to
construct a modular junior
high school and senior high
school somewhere within the

Suspect Nabbed
In Jewelry Case

- South  Amboy police
arrested a 23-year-old city
man after $30,000 worth of
stolen jewelry was found at
his home.

Detective Sgt. Raymond
Durski said police were
notified that Steve Ehnot of
North Broadway was selling
jewelry at a city store.

Police staked out the store
last week after it was
confirmed that a man had
exchanged a large amount of
jewelry.

Under the lease purchase
agreement, the building
contractor would hold the
mortgage, Ryan said, noting
that mortgage payments
would come from the board'’s
budget.

The school board has
viewed designs for the
addition.

Ryan said that the school
board would need
approximately 10 acres for
the project.

The only city owned tracts
of land large enough would
appear to be within the city's
waterfront development
property. Using the land for

a school would need
approval from the
Redevelopment Agency,

Planning Board and City
Council.

O’Leary has indicated he
would support the board’s
plan if it provided a study or
report on the need and cost
of the project and if the
matter were put on the
ballot.

Council President Edward
Jake Defort said he supports
the board’s plan. ‘““The easy
part is giving people what
they want, but the hard part
is giving ple what they
need,” Defort said. “‘T think
they (the board) took a bold
step."”

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Army Corps to
Examine Impact
of Application

The U.S. Army Corps of
Engineers have said it will
prepare an environmenial
impact statement to
determine what effects the
approval of an application
by McCormack Aggregates
to dredge deeper in the
Ambrose Channel will have
on the environment.

According to  George
Nieves, a corps regulation
specialist, the impact

statement will focus on the
tides, cleanliness of the sand

removed and marine life.
McCormack Aggregates is
seeking to increase its

dredging from 53 feet to 70
feet in the channel.

“*Deepening the channel
may significantly affect the
quality of the human
environment,” according to
a letter sent to the corps to
McCormack.

The letter further stated
that the Army Corps has
approved McCormack’s
request to dredge to 57 feet
as an interim measure since
the increase is not a
significant rise from the 53-
foot maximum, the letter
said.

The study will also
determine whether the sand
dredged from the channel
contains pollutants.

The sand company, which
plans to process 2.7 million
cubic yards of sand per year,
stockpiles the sand on its
property located off lower
Augusta Street, washes it

and sells it to the
construction industry,
The company’s

application states that the
height of the sandpiles not
exceed 38 feet. Residents
and city officials have
argued that the existing piles
are significantly higher than
38 feet.

It is not yet known when

the - study would be
completed.

The City of South Amboy is
currently preparing a

lawsuit against the sand
company for a number of
noise and air pollution
complaints.

The sand firm was fined

$125000 by the N.J.
Department of
Environmental Protection
for allowing sand to blow off

the piles.

MeCormack officials said
they have taken several
measures to contain the sand
and reduce noise.
