South Amboy officials will
have 10 days, beginning
Monday, to assess the
validity of signatures on a
petition seeking an election
to recall a councilman.

Superior Court Judge
Lawrence Lerner in New
Brunswick yesterday set the
10-day deadline after South
Amboy officials told him
they had hired two persons
to work as special deputy
city clerks on the recall
petition, which was filed last
month in an attempt to oust
Richard O'Connor, a third
ward councilman.

The 433-signature petition
was filed with the city
clerks office last month, but
its review was delayed after
the judge restrained the city
clerk and her deputy from
taking part in the recall
process

The restraints were
ordered after attorneys on
both sides of the recall
dispute said they wanted to
preserve the integrity of the
recall process and avoid the
appearance of a conflict

City Clerk Judith
O'Connor, as the wife of the
councilman, was restrained
by the judge, as was former
Deputy City Clerk Claire
Rcilly, who now nerves as a
coiinuhioman Reiliy was
restrained because her
husband, Charles. was
involved in the recall, court
officials said

Once petitions for a recall
are received, the clerk has 10
days to review the validity of
the signatures, but that
process was delayed by the
judge to give city officials
time to hire special deputies.

On Tuesday, the council
hired Doris Dukes, the
Hackensack city clerk, to
verify signatures on the
petition, and named Michele
Braubalow. the Phillipsburg
clerk, who will oversee the
recall election, if one is
needed.

If the signatures on the
petition are declared valid,
the clerk's office has 45 days
to schedule a special election
asking voters whether the
councilman should be
recalled.

Members of the recall
drive said the petition was
collected to oust Councilman
O'Connor on claims that he
has been unresponsive to
community needs.

The petition further
charges the councilman
"acted in concert" with
three other councilmen to
prevent Mayor O'Leary and
Councilman Craig Coughlin
"from properly fulfilling the
duties of their offices."

Councilman O'Connor, •
Democrat who has
represented the city's third
ward for two years, denied
the allegations and said he
will challenge the recall
effort
