A larger redevelopment
plan calls for a marina with
a few hundred boat slips. <i
mix of residential and
commercial buildings and a
ferry dock to be built along

to examine their operation in
hopes of making similar
reductions.

"The Planning Board was
able to save twenty thousand
dollars when it combined the
secretarial jobs of several
board rather than hiring a
clerical assistant from the
outside." McCormack said
"I'm asking them to take
another look and see if they
can further reduce costs

McCormack said the
Planning Board
tremendously reduced
professional costs when it
recommended an escrow
ordinance several years ago
Under the escrow ordinance
most professional fees are
paid by Planning Board
applicants, rather than by
taxpayers "That idea alone
has already saved the
Borough more than a
quarter million dollars over
the last few years."
McCormack ssaid "I want
them to continuee to
examine ways to save
money," he said

Hobinson said the Board
has not shut the door on the
idea of a full time planner.
"We have an obligation to

study this, he said "If an in
house planner proves to be
more cost effective, that's
Utw way w<» will •«»," h» aai4.
"But we have to add up all
the costs in order to compare
the two." he said.
