Military Update

Navy Lt Chris Eagle, son
of Jim Eagle of South Am-
bov, s currentiy attached to
the ureraft  carrer USS
Ranger in the Persian Gult
For Luutenant Bagle, an
aviator. the war so far has
been a deadly game of hide
and seek  with trage tarees
usually domg the ding

on the second day of the
war, hs plane flew toward
an Lragi utihity boat that had
been sighted near an ol ter
minal i the gulf.

His nstructions were to
get visual confirmation of
the ship's identity, meamng
his A-6 intruder would have
to swoop down to get a close
look.

"As we {lew by, the crew
started shooting at us,™
Lieutenant Eagle said. Hav-
ing drawn fire, his response
was quick and lethal The
plane turned and dived at the
ship, dropping a 500-pound
Rockeyve bomb 50 feet off the
starboard side.

Before impact, the
Rockeye released smaller
cluster bombs in a wide rec-
tanglufar pattern that
smothered the ship n
shrapnel.

“They quit shooting.™
Lieutenant Eagle said.

His plane then dropped
another 500-pound bomb on
the ship’s bow, blowing out
all the windows on the
bridge. After a Navy F/A-18
fighter jet joined in the
assault, smoke began to pour
from the.ship and crewmen
tried to escape over the side.

There was no word from
the Navy about Iraqi
casuaities or the fate of the
fleeing crew members.

Lieutenant Eagle and
others aboard the Ranger
said US  warplanes are
scanning the gulf daily to
find and attack lragi vessels.
Because lraqi  ships
sometimes resemble patrol
boats of triendly natons,
pilots often can't confirm
that a boat I~ leaq untii it
starts shooting at them

The Navy thers said they
must be wary of Trag ships

because of the constan
threat of Irags French
made Exacel anti ship
missiles.
