South Amboy police have
nad numerous complaints
against the tavern, Fatso
Fogarty's, located on John
Street and South Broadway
in the city. Area residents
lave complained on noise,
fighting and inadequate
parking.

Neighbors have also said
the bar lacks the necessary
restroom facilities and that
nas resulted in their patrons
urinating on the city streets.
Police said over 100 sum-
mons were issued for
urinating near the tavern
this past December. Observ
mg police officers said they
have noticed long lines
waiting outside the tavern's
men 's room. Fogar ty
management insists they
neither have observed these
lines nor noticed anyone
urinating on the city streets.

Fogarty's faces a host of
administrative charges that
could result in various ac-
tions including the suspen
sion of the bar's liquor
license should the city coun-
cil elect.

Sayreville, PBA
Reach Accord

PBA Local 98, which
represents all of Sayreville's
84 patrolmen and superior
officers, faced with a layoff
of about 24 police officers,
have agreed to a three year
contract calling for salaries
to be boosted by approx-
imately 13 percent over
three years A new work
schedule plan will also be
implemented.

To aid in the settlement,
the union agreed to roll back
the starting salaries from
$33,410. the highest among
Middlesex County police
departments, to $28,000 The
PBA also dropped its
demands for increases in
uniform allowances and
educational benefits. The
PBA also gave up its request
for an extra paid holiday
and, under the restructuring
system, it will take six
years, rather than four, to
reach the top of the scale.

A major sticking point in
the negotiations was the new
scheduling p rogram
Presently the officers work
four eight-hour shifts in a
row then have two days off
Under the new proposal, the
patrolmen will work four
10l4 hour days straight and
have four days off
