While McCor-
mack said he did net think
any increase was justified,
he said he was especially
disturbed that the increase
was on basic service rather
than on the premium chan-
neis. Most senior citizens
and those on fixed incomes,
the Mayor contends. have
only basic service and they
would be hardest hit by the
increase. “‘To a senior on a
fixed income who has only
basic service. this 1s an in-
crease of more than 1'%, If
yvou are a comfortable work-
ing couple and have a couple
of the premium channels.
vour increase s less than

5%, McCormack said

to pay and that 15 not fair

McCormack said he has
spoken to Cable TV Advisory
Board Chairmun Edward
Rapplevea who shares the
Mayor's concern and has
asked Rappieyeu to have the
Cable TV Advisory Board
look into the matter in-
cluding the number of
families in town who only
have basic service He also
said he would ask the Ad-
visory Board to convene a
public hearing 1n Sayreville
and ask TKR o explain the
rationaie for the increase
and a possible rollback of the

I am pleased to inform vou that recenthv T have had
meetings in Trenton with Assembly man George Otlowski ot
Middlesex County. Assemblvman James Zangarn of Umon
County and Carl Leaterrie of the N Department ot
Education. Diviston of Facihities aod Planmmg, concermng
the South Amboy School Ihistrict problem of overcrowded
classrooms

The purpose ol my eftorrs i these meelings with State of
ficials has been to develop a strategy tor solving the over
crowding problem . and to seek wanvs o help tund the con
struction of new xchool tacihities for our Vit

As a result of Iy meetings, Fwas able toobtam a comnnt
ment from the Department of Education planners to per
form an evaluation ot our existing xchool butichngs and pro
vide alternative solutions 1or alleviating this problem. This
evaluation can proceed immaedhatels upon receiving the ap-
proval of the South Amboyv Board of Education

In addition, Assemblvman Zangari has authored a bil be
ing considered by the Legislature providing State Gram
Funding for new school construction. and has piedged to

tve priority to South Amboyv's School District in the first

unding cycle.

However, such a Grant would only fund a portion ot the
cost of construction Therefore, Councilman Craig
Coughlin, Councilwoman Claire Reilly and | have devised
the following proposals to help fund the new construction

1.0 The City Law IDirector has been anstructed to n.
vestigate the legality of charging any waterfront
developers of new construction “impact fees’ that would be
dedicated toward new school construction

2.) The City has long proposed a Marina as part ot the
overall redevelopment of our Cily's waterfront property It
is anticipated the Marina would be leased to & private
operator and a portion of the lease revenue would he
dedicated toward new school construction

3.1 The proceeds ot any sale of the City’'s waterfront pro-
perty would be invested and a portion of the interest earn
ings on the principal would be dedicated toward new school
construction funding

Finally. [ have heen actively searching for a proper site
for the new school facilities and will keep vou informed of
my progress n this regard 1 know that the eventual loca
tion of this facility 1s of great interest and concern to all our
residents, and this knowledge will guide me in finding a sile
that is suitable and beneficial to all

I believe Councilman Coughlin, Counciiman Redly and |
have brought forth & good. workable strategy that can solve
the overcrowding problen: in our school system. and help
provide needed funding to make new school facilities a
reality for our City We fully intend to pursue this strategy
to a successful conclusion

As always, | will keep vou posted as we progress in this
important matter
