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Republicans Blast Haag
The Republicans noted

that the Lynch Doria hill
which was recently (signed
by Governor Florio, will
create a $2.5 million
shortfall in the budget in
1995 because it requires
municipalities to raid a
surplus school fund that will
be depleted in four years.
"The Democrats in Trenton
have locked ua into $180 tax
increase four years from
now unless we start to cut
spending right now," said
Councilman Randy Gorman.
"Councilman Haag can
thank his fellow Democrat,
Jim Florio, for forcing us
into this dilemma," Gorman
continued.

Councilman John
Pascucci said it was
"especially ironic that Haag
would advocate no layoffs
now that he's running for
Mayor, since he was the
first one on the Governing
Body to even suggest we go
to private sanitation
haulers." Haag's original
suggestion to go to
privatization was reported
in newspaper accounts in
the Fall of 1988.

McCormack pointed out
that ho wrote to Borough
employees on two occasions
to ask for suggestions to cut
costs, and he has gotten
some money saving ideas
from employees.

McCormack told the
employees that each dollar
was a dollar that would go
towards keeping borough
employees on the job, "I also
told them that I would not
allow anyone to make
political football out of their
jobs," McCormack said.
"We're talking about
people's lives hero; we're all
doing the best we can to
save as many jobs as
possible, and for Haa^ to
inject politics into this
situation is wrong - shame
on him," McCormack smd

Pascucci said the issue of
employer layoffs had
already l>eon politicized by
Assemblyman James
McGrcevy. McCJreevy has
an aide call tho Borough's
Business Administrator, .loo
Dominic, twice, on behalfof
one employee, a Democratic
committeewoman, who was
on the list of possible
layoffs. "It's interesting
that hi1 didn't cure ulxuit tho
other 54 workers, ho only
called alwut a Denmcratic

committeewoman's job,"
Pascucci said. Council
candidates Barbara
KilcomonH is an aide to
Assemblyman McGroevy.

Tho Republicans on the
Governing Body, including
Mayor John B. McCormack,
have blasted Councilman
Alan Haag for grandstand-
ing on the issue of employee
layoffs and using tho issue
for political purpose. Haag
was chosen as the Demo-
cratic nominee for Mayor
after McCorrnaek left the
party two years ago.
Monday Haag issued a
release saying he wanted
the Borough to not let any
workers go. The Republi-
cans charged the release
was motivated by politics.
Besides, they said, the
budget they arc introducing,
which lowers taxes by 15%,
already restores all but
seven of the fifty five jobs
that were slated to go.

"None of us want to see
layoffs, the difference is
which Councilman Haag
has neon issuing press
releases and looking for
handouts from Trenton,
we've come up with a 10
point plan to cut costs and
save most of those jobs,"
Councilman Ken Olchaskoy
said. McCormack's ten
point proposal, which
received support from the
Republican Council called
for greater efficiencies in
government and was
warmly received by mem-
bers of the public. "I think
the Mayor and Council
should be applauded for
what they're doing" Council
candidate Barbara
Kileomons told McCormack
at a recent council meeting.

The Republicans criti-
cized Haag for not offering
any alternatives or spend-
ing cuts. "It's very easy for
Councilman Hang to say
'don't cut this or don't cut
that', hut when we ask him
where the money's going to

come from he doesn't have
an answer," Olchnskey said.
"Wo arc going to wave jobs,
hut we're going to do it
through cost cutting and
efficiencies, not through
press releases," Councilman
Frank Makransky said
