garbage, obviating the need
fora SMfiO.OOO.OOO incinrra-
tor to be built in Sayreville.
The move would have nlso
stopped garbage from lieing
dumped at the Kdgehoro
Landfill, eliminating tin*
foul odors that invade the
borough on an almost
weekly basis, McCormack
indicated.

In early March,
McCormack called on the
Middlesex Freeholders to
talk to Kssex and Union
after it was revealed that
neither Kssex nor I'nion
had commitments for
enough trash for their
facilities to burn economi-
cally or efficiently. The
Essex incinerator had been
taking tons of trash from
Brooklyn, New York

The Star Ledger revealed
on Sunday that Kssex had
Htruck an agreement with
Borgen County to take and
burn Bergen's trash.
Bergen canceled it's plans to
build an incinerator. "I
wrote to the Freeholders on
March 6 and asked them to
explore sending trash to the
Essex or Union Incinera-
tors." McCormack said
McCormack has not
received a response from the
Freeholders "Their
comments through the
newspapers and on WCT<)
radio were to the effect that
it would be too expensive,
and would approach $I.'JIJ a
ton; well Hergen struck an
agreement for $70 a ton,
and once again Freeholder
inaction has left Middlesex
out in the cold."

McCormack waid, Some
have estimated that the cost
to burn trash in the
Middlesex incinerator would
have been higher that $70
per ton. Disposing of trash
at the Kdgeboro landfill
currently costs $5K per ton.

The Star ledger article
indicated that Bergen and
Union County and other
officials "liegnn a series of
meetings five weeks ago in
an attempt to hammer out a
compromise." McCormack's
letter to the Middlesex
Freeholders suggesting they
begin negotiations was sent
on March f>, more than eight
weeks ago.

The Mayor called the
Middlesex Freeholders
refusal to negotiate with
officials from other counties
"the height of irresponsibil-
ity which demonstrated
utter disregard and
contempt for the taxpayers."
McCormack, who last
month left the Democratic
Party and later joined the
Republican Party ciUxl bis
dissatisfaction with the
county's Democratic
Freeholders over the issue
of incineration as one of the
issues which motivated him
to leave the Democrats.
"The Freeholders had the
chance to put the issue of an
incinerator to rest once and
for nil and s.ive
$a.r)0.()00,000 in the process,
and they blew it,"
McCormnck said "Clearly
our Freeholders fumbled the
ball on this and Bergen
County is getting the deal
we could have gotten,"
McCormnck said. The
Mayor also pointed out it is
still not too late to begin
negotiations with Union
County.

Democrats Question
Water Rate Increase

Sayroville Democratic council candidate John -
Wianioweki today questioned why the Borough Council'a
Water &, Sewer Committee did not act, on behalf of the
residents of Sayrcville, to oppose the recently approved rate
increase for Middlesex Water Company. "This is inexcui-
able," Wisnicwski said, "They had the opportunity, the right
and the obligation to act on behalf of the residents of
Sayrcville to oppose this increaso and they failed ui
miaorably by doing nothing." Sayrevillo ha a a contract to
purchase two million gallon** of water every day from
Middlesex Water Company. On April 12, 1991 the state
Board of Public Utilities approved a 9.07% rate increase for
Middlesex, which will cost Borough residents nearly
$100,000 more every year.

Wisniewski, who as Chairman of the Borough's Cable
Television Advisory Board was a vocal critic of cable
television rate increases, said that this rate increase was
unlike the recent increase obtained by TKR Cable Com-
pany. "With Cable TeleviHion, your hands are tied. Under
federal law, cable rates are not regulated. This is not the
case with water rates." Wisniewski said, referring to the
state law that gives every municipality the right to inter-
vene in a water rate proceeding "which involves public
utility rates ... affecting the municipality ... or the public
within the municipality." Under the provision «f that law,
the Township of East Brunswick intervened in the
Middlesex Water Company rate proceeding.

Councilman Alan Haag, Democratic candidate for mayor,
agreed with Wisniewski. 'The Water & Sewer Committee
was chaired by Councilman Olchaskey last year and
Councilman Corman this year. It was their responsibility
to ne<> that Sayreville intervened in that rate proceeding to
protect the wallets of Sayroville residents

Barbara Kilcomons, the Democratic candidate for
Borough Council running with WiHniewHki and Hang, Baid
that "Councilman Olchaskey has to explain to the residents
of Sayreville why he thinks it is acceptable to fire 11
employees for a savings of $140,000 in one part of the
budget, while doing nothing about a $100,000 increase in
another part "
