McCormack Attacks Freeholders

Mayor John McCormack criticized the County Board of
Chosen Freeholders and said their action and indifference to
the Borough of Sayreville is creating undafe conditions for
local drivers. McCormack pointed to the most recent incident
where a van plunged 15 feet at the deep cut bridge. The van's
occupants were seriously injured The gn‘dge spans a railroad
line. "We told the county many times that this was o danger-
ous situation and they should take corrective action, but once

;glh\ it takes a trlgdy to get them to move on anything,”
cCormack said. unciiman Kenneth Olchaskey echoed

McCormack's comments and said that earlier this year the
Borough's Police Department advised the county of the condi-
tions and requested that the guiderails be repaired and the
problems be corrected. Earlier letters from the Borough to the
County were also sent requesting that drainage be improved
since this arca has continually been plagued by washouts.

Borough police complained that after the accident the
county did not want to send repair crew until the following
morning. Only after police notified them that the press was at
thescene did they respond by dumpinga fewloadsofdirt at the
site.

McCourmack pointed to a number of unsafe County road
consitions in the Borough, including the dangerous curves on
Jernce Mill Road and the Bordentown Avenue "S” curves, the
Bordentown Avenuc-Erston Road intersection, and
Bordentown Avenue in the viainity of Kenneth Avenue. The
Mayor also pointed to failing pavement on Main Strect and
Washington Road that must be repaved every few years
because roads turn into 'washhoards’ as a result of the rotting
railroad ties beneath the pavement. "When it rains certain
partsof Washington Road turninto ' Washboard Road’, and the
county isn't doing anything aobut 1t,” McCormack said.
McCormack pointed out that Borough residents paid the
county almost ten million dollars in taxes last year, T'd hke to
know what we'regetting for that money besides the smell from
Edgeboro, a sludge facihity and threats of an incinerator,”
McCormack said.

McCormack said the county should immediately investi-
gate their maintenance procedures and take immediate action
to rectify defeiciencies. "We don't have to wait until someone
18 killed before the county deaides to tuke action,” McCormack
said.

McCormack had been a Democrat until Aprnii when he
switched to become a Republican. He cited the Democratic
Freeholders indifference to Sayreville and its needs as one of
the reasons for the switch. “This latest situation is just
another example of how Freeholders regard Sayreville,”
McCormack concluded.

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Candidates Call For Clean Sweep

SAYREVILLE-"Sayreville is a mess” borough counci] candi-
date John S. Wisniewski declared today, but said that he and
his running mates, Alan W. Haag for mayor and Barbara A.
Kilcomons for council, have a plan that would provide "a new
broom toclean up Sayreville.” What Wisniewski was referring
to was not only the current situation on the governing body,
but the problem with litter throughout the borough.

"Litteris accumulating along ailmost every road in Sayreville,
and no one is doing anything to correct it. With the layoffs in
several municipal departments, this situation will only get
worse.” Wisniewski was referring to the layoffs recently
imposed in the roads, sanitation and sewer departmenta by
the Republican majority on the borough council.

"We can do something about this,” Wisniewski said, "and if
clected to the borough council, one of my first priorities will be
to see that Sayreville applies for the nearly $35,000. annually
that the borough is eligible to receive from the DEP's Clean Up
Sayreville." Wisniewski was referring to the Clean Communi-
ties Program set up by the State Department of Environmen-
tal Protection. Every municipality in the state with at least
200 housing units is eligible to receive a grant from the Clean
Communities Program. The money paid out by the program
is collected into a Clean Communities Account by the DEP
from a tax on litter-generating products and from fines col-
lected from violators of the state's anti-littering laws. The'
moncy paid out by the state under this program is based on the
total road mileage in a given municipality. According to
Wisniewski, Sayreville could be chigible for an initial grant of
approximately $33,500, but this amount could be increased
near the end of the grant year hy as much as 5%, to over
$35,000.

Wianiewski said, however, that he wouldn't mind if the
borough council took advantage of this program now. “It's not
important whoimplementsthisidea, whatisimportantis that
Sayreville take advantage of this opportunity. The only people
who benefit from not taking thisgrant money are theresidents
of other towns who do take it. It ‘s literally a case of using it
or losing it."

Councilman Haag, who is running for mayor along with
Wisniewski, said he would seek to have the borough initiate an
application for the Clean Communities money at this weeks
council meeting. "This is something we should have heen on
top of long ago. Quite frankly, I'd like to know why the Mayor
never made application or even brought it to our attention. 1
only hope the ublican majority has enough foredsight to
get bahind this.”

Barbara Kilcomons, running for council with Haag and
Wisniewaki, agreed. "If South Amboy can successfully ap&ly
for this grant, there is absolutely no reason why we can't. We
might not accomplish everything in one year, but $35,000 will
go a long way to making noticeable improvement in the
appearance of our town.”
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
