Halt in Blasting

Mayor John B.
McCormack has sent a letter
to the Army Corps of Engi-
noers to request they stop the
detonation of ordnance un-
covered at the Raritan Cen-

tor site. McCormack indicasted
that the blasts, which have

boen occurring for nearly two
wocks, have made homes in
the Borough's Melrose, Lower
Sayreville and Parlin sections
“rock, shake and tremble.”
McCormack indicated that
many residents have told him
the violent shots are annoy-
ing and upsetting.

MCormack requested the
detonation of the bombs stop
immediately and that ar-
rangements be made tosafely
transport the explosives off
gite for detoration in an iso-
lated arca "where the peace,
tranquility and safety of
neighborhoods would not be
jeopardized.” McCormack
asked that if the explosives
could not safely be moved off
site, the detonation be halted
until sound mitigation or at-
tenuation devices can be in-
stalled to muffle the sounds
and shock vibrations heard
and felt in Sayreville.
