Governor Florio Breaks Ground
for Route 9/ Ernston Rd Overpass Vandals Nabbed

Goavernor Jim Floro, Transportation Commissioner Tom
Downs and State Senator Laurence Weiss broke ground today

for construction of the $11.8 million Reute %/Ernnlon Ruad
overpass in Old Bridge and Sayreville. Middlesex County.

The 100%-state funded project is a cooperative effort be-
tween the NJDOT, which is 72s8ponsible for design and con-
struction of the overpass, and NJ TRANSIT, which is respon-
sible for maintaining bus commuter parking and bus stops on
the heavily traveled commuter route.

Five automobiles were bro-
ken into June 4th and 5th at
various locations throughout
South Amboy. The contents
of all cars had been removed.
The Police apprehended the
juvenites and the property
was returned to the owner.

Mall Pays Back Taxes

Sayreville Borough has been successful in its negotiations
with the Kaplan Organization to recover back taxes on the
Sayrcbrooke Shopping Center and to have the developer
become current. Taxes on the Shopping Center had not been
paid since August of 1990, and the total amount of taxes and
due is $221,886.20. In addition, the Borough has assessed
interest payments of $16,427.21. The Borough charges inter-
est on delinquent taxes at the rate of 8% on outstanding taxes
under $1,500 and 18% for balances ever $1,500

Under the terms agreed to by the Borough and the Kaplan
company, the Borough received a $108,455.13 certified check
The balance, approximately $130,000, will be paid in four
equal installments over the next year. The agreement also
called for Kaplan to be current with the remainder of their
1991 and 1992 payments. If Kaplan breaches the agreement
at any time by failing to make a scheduled payment, the
agreement calis for August, 1990 to be considerad the date of
default, even though additional payments have recently been
made. This will allow the Borough to place the property up for
atax sale asearly as Octaber, 1991 or ut any subsequent time.

Kaplan had been prompted to settle the outstanding debt
by the Borough's mave to place the shopping center in receiv-
ership. Had the center been placed in receivership, Borough
Tax Collector Patrycia Mazzochi would have been named the
receiver and individual shopkeepers would have pad their
monthly rent to the Borough, not to a Kaplan company. The
Borough would then subtract a share of the amount 1t is owed
in back taxes, and forward the remainder to Kaplan. The
negotiated agreementinsures the Borough roceives its money
and obviates the need to appointa roceiver.

Mayor McCormack and Counciliman Pascucer indicated the
agreement benefits individusl homeowners. "When any tax
payer fails 1o pay their tuxes, then everyone else in town has
to pay a little more to cover for them, ™ Pascucei sind. This
agreement means other property owners will not be saddled
with paying more ta cover Raplan's share of the taxes,
McCormack said. "When one person fails w pay ther share of
the taxes, everyone else has to make up the difference, and
that justisa't fair,” McCormack said”. “In times when many
municipalities are facing dechning tax collections, Savreville,
usinginnovative approaches such as tax receiverships, will be
apggressive in making sure that homeowners are not burdenesd
with paying higher taxes because business have not paid theyr
fair share,” McCormack said.

Pascueci, who s Chairman of the Borough's Finance
Committee explained that the Borough s requnred 1o have a
hne rtem in the budget tor uncollected taxes. “In tough years
the amount we must set aside for uncollected taxes is a little
mgher, and that means evervone has to pay a hittte more,”
Pascucarsmd . "Our policy 18 to aggressively pursue all those
who owe back taxes,” he sind "What we have done 1 this
situation helps every Borough taxpaver,” Paseuce stated,

Both McCormack and Paseucey comphmented Tax Collee-
tor Mazzocchiand Boraugh Attorney John O Bennett for their
efforts in keepimyr the amount of uncollected tixes W a mini-
mum  la Sayreville the pereentage of the budget reserved for
uncollected taxes isonly 6% . Thestatewide average is upto12
parreent

McCormauck nnd Pascucd said it is the Borough's policy to
review mumcipal tax recordson an ongoing busis so that those
lisrger property owners who arein arrears with their taxes can

e denlt with swiftly und made current as soon as possible.

The Borough had bud-
peted $6,500 for the Indepen-
dence Day fireworks Tradi-
tonally, Savrevitlecolebrates
s Independence Day festivi
ties with a fireworks display,
concert, and exhibityon of po-
hee, fire and hrat smid equap-
mont at Kennedy Park of July
drd.
