I am going to use my letter this week to address one of the

concerns of our City s senior citi/.ons.
In 1990, our federal and stale ^nwniment wore required by

the President and Congress to provide additional benefits to
Mcdicaid recipients These increased benefits were funded
through a monthly premium payment of $29.W deducted from
Social Security chocks; and included $728 00 in deductible
expenses; and a copavmont of 130'* of total cost of doctors' bills
above the $100.00 annual deduction.

Single persona with annual incomes below $6,620.00 and
assets of less than $-1,000.00, excluding house and cars ami
couples with incomes less than $8,800.00 and assets of less
than $6,000.00 excluding house and cars are eligible for this
program. Social Security will be providing information detail-
ing the increased benefits to t>e provided to Medicaid recipi-
ents shortly

Many of our Senior Citizens who are eligible for this
program have not applied for the benefits. Nevertheless,
Social Security continues to deduct the $29 90 from their
monthly Social Security check.

If you think you qualify for this Medicaid program you may
contact the New Jersey Department of Human and Social
Services at their toll free phone number 1-800-792-9745. You
may also call Medicaid Eligibility Information at 74."vMf>t>4.

Finally, ifyou feel you are not being properly assisted by the
State of the Medicaid offices, please call our Senior Citizen
Center for assistance at 727-4607 Monday through Friday,
8:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m.
