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Corman Calls for Tighter
Ethical Standards

SayrcviUP Council President Randy Corman today called
for tighter ethical standards for members of the state legisla-
ture, and said that all state legislators should IK* required to
disclose their rci«l estate holdin^H. Corman, the Republican
state HonHtc candidate in tho 19th District, also announced
that he will urge GOP leaden* to in<x>rporate his position into
Republican Platform for this fall's elections.

Corman noted that the Legislature haH imposed a code of
cthk'H on all municipal and county oiTinalH, but that the
Democrat* who control tho legislature are not holding them-
selves to the name standard that they have imposed on those
local officials.

State Legislators should be held to a leant the name ethical
standard*) as local officials.' Corman said. "Indeed, Mince they
have more power. State officials should be held to a higher
standard."

Corman noted that the Htate Local Ethics I*aw requires
local officials to disclose their ownership of real estate any-
where in the State, and he said that this is appropriate given
the fact that municipal regulation of land development has
great potential for corruption. He also noted that as a Sayreville
Councilman he instated that this requirement be included in
the Sayreville Ethics Ordinance when it was adopted two
years ago.

But he stressed that state legislators must be held to a
similar standard. He pointed our that this wan particularly
important now that numerous scandals in local government in
Middlesex County have resulted in a loss of faith in govern-
ment officials.

"Corruption in local government has tarnished the political
process in Middlesex County," Corman said. "In this kind of
environment, it is more important than ever that all of our
elected officials, especially our state legislators, hold them-
selves to the highest of ethical standards.

Corman tcstifiod before tho state GOP's platform commit
U» on this issue late last woek. He announced today that he
would continue to work to have the plank included in tho
party's platform.

Senior Housing Study Planned
Mayor John B. McCormack, and Planning Board Chair-

man James H. Robinson have announced they will ask the
Sayreville Housing Authority to conduct a study to determine
the exact type of senior citizen housing that i« necessary to
meet the (toads of the Borough's elderly population. "There's
nodoubt we need senior housing,' the tow officials said. "What
we noed to know is the extent of the demand, the amenities our
seniors are looking for and what they can comfortable pay,
McCormack and Robinson said.

Robinson had previously announced that the Planning
Board would recommend an ordinance thut would entourage-
senior citizen housing and MeCormack has indicated he wanted
Sayreville residents to have too priority in getting that houn
ing. "What 1 think we need is something fur the elderly
rosidt-nt who has raised their family and no longer has the
need for a throe or four hodroom home," McCormnck said.

The two officials suggested the Housing Authority is the
ideal agency to conduct a study to recommend the type of
housing needed to moot the needs of Sayreville s senior popu-
lation. McCormack and Robinson said the most recent census
can provide valuable information about the number of
Sayreville seniors, their incomes, the number who are widows
or widowers, and thr. sections of town with the highest com *p
tration of seniors A survey, which could be conducted in
conjunction with the Planning Hoard, the Mayor's office and
the Office of the Aging, could determine tho type of amenities
seniors would enjoy and how many would move to new senior
housing if it were available

Dear Citizens:
I am pleased to announce that the City's contractor has

completed the reconstruction of Pine Avenue and the resurfacing
of Stevens Avenue and our Municipal Road Resurfacing Pro-
gram.

The Pine Avenue project consisted of the construction of 300
linear feet of roadway including excavation, installing a new road
base and resurfacing Tne Stevens Avenue project consisted of
milling the exist.ng puvemor:, resetting manholes, inlets and
valve boxes anu resurfacing

The Municipal Road Resurfacing Program included the resur-
facing of Barkaiow Sireet; Stevens Avenue to PupeK Road). Elm
Street (Washington Road to end), Henry Street (Broadway to
Railroad). Highland Street (Bordemown to end), Wilmoni Street
(Ridgeway Avenue to Conover Sfeet) and Gordon Street (Pine
Avenue to end *

In addition to these projects, the City has recently awarded a
bidfor the reconstruction of the streel and sidewalks on Broadway
between Mam Street and Church Street. The cost of this project
is $251,000.00 and is being funded with a $200,000.00 N.J.
Department of Transportation Trust Fund Grant The balance of
the cost being paid with City funds. South Amboy has received
an additional N.J. Department of Transportation grant cf
$161.000.00 to reconstruct the street and sidewalks of Broadway
between Church Street and Augusta Street.

Our City Engineer is presently putting together a Did specifica-
tions for the second phase of our Broadway Reconstruction
project as well as specifications tor an antique street iightmg plan
for Broadway between Main Streel and Augusta St/eet

It is our goal to continue to apply to the N.J. Department of
Transportation Trust Fund for grants that will allow us to complete
the reconstruction of the street and sidewalks for the entire length
of Broadway

As you may know, the renovation of our Mechamcsville
Firehouse was recently completed and a grand reopening was
held July 6. 1991. which i had the pleasure of attending.

Now that this project is completed, work on a new firehouse for
the Enterprise Fire Co. can begin. As I have previously mentioned
the construction of this firehouse is being graciously donated to
Sooth Amboy by Mr. James Spmieilo, owner of Spiniello Con-
struction Co.

I am working with Gary Gatyas and our City Engineer, Jim
Cleary in coordinating the final delays so this project can get
underway.

South Amboy has also been awarded a Community Develop
merit Block Grant of over $53,000.00 The City will utilize
$23,000.00 to improve Veterans Field the improvements will
consist of new fencing, a new backstop, grading, drainage,
aeration of the turf and seeding Our City Engineer is developing
the plans for this work and I expect these improvements will be
underway shortly.

Finally, m keeping with my oommnment to the protection of our
Citizens' public safety our City is purchasing two new marked
police cars and two new unmarked police cars for our detective
division.

The marked police cars will replace one vehicle which is
completely out of service, andonethathastravelledover 100,000
miles.

The unmarked cars will replace two well worn 1965 models
that have seen better days

Also, the City is purchasing fox our Police Department 12 new
portable hand held radios replacing radios that are nine years old
which have required constant repairs. The new radios will ensure
that our police officers' communications will not be impeded due
to equipment problems.
