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McCormack Calls for
Public Hearing

Mayor John B. McCormack has called for a special public
hearing so the governing body can examine theordor mitiga-
tion devises the MCMUA in planning to install at their
Melrose sludge do-watcring facility, and so residents will
have the opportunity to ask MCUA officials about the devisee
and problems at the facility. The sludge dewatcring facility
has been plagued by problems since it opened in March of last
year.

The MCUA has applied for an interest free loan from the
Port Authority of New York & New Jersey under a special
loan program to upgrade newer facilities in the northern New
Jersey area. The law governing the program stipulates that
the purchase must have the approval of the host community.
McCormack said ho is intent on taking advantage of the
Borough's position, and wants the MCUA to explain exactly
what it intends to do to correct the problems the residents of
Sayrevillc have been facing. He doeH not, however, want to
delay the installation of the equipment. "I'm in favor of them
getting a no interest loan to get this problem resolved, and I
would want it done as quickly as possible." McCormack said.
"I don't think we can just rubber stamp anything connected
with the MCUA; this is a four million dollar project," he
added. "I want the odors stopped but I want to make sure
what they are spending all this money on is going to work. I
want to know if this was designed by the same consultant who
told us the plant wouldn't smell in the first place," he added.

MCormack said it is not often that the MCUA is put in a
position where it must answer to local officials or the public,
and he thinks the town should take advantage of the situa-
tion. "For the first time ever, the MCUA needs us, and I'm
sure the people of Sayreville will have some questions for
them," the Mayor said.

The mayor said he will ask the MCUA to post an escrow fee
so the Borough can hire its own environmental expert to
review the equipment the MCUA is purchasing. "If we're
going to sign off on this, I want our own people to review it to
determine if it can do the job, and I think the MCUA should
pay for that review," McCormack said. McCottriacit noted
when the MCUA appeared before the Planning Board for a
review of its site plan, authority representative* assured the
Borough the facility would be constructed so there would be
no smell emitted offsite. "The equipment they installed
originally was certainly not adequate to do the job," he said.
"We suffered long enough; I want this taken care of once and
for all, and I want to make sure that this equipment is all that
will ever be needed," the mayor said. "I don't want them
cutting corners when it comes to the health and safety of the
people of Sayreville," he said.

The Mayor encouraged resident* who have questions,
concerns or complaints about the sludge facility and the
proposed odor devises to attend the minting and voice those
concerns. McCormack said the hearing is tentatively sched-
uled for the MelroHeFire House on Wednesday, August 14 at
7:30 pm.

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Kidnap Attempt Aborted

Sayrevillo police havo charged two Elizabeth men with
following a 49 year old borough women home from a Union
County hospital, robbing her and threatening to kill her
outside her house.

Investigators said two men, accompanied by a woman,
followed the victim to her home Saturday. Pachkowski of
SayrevillePoliceDepartmentaaid when she stepped out of her
car, one of the men approached her, grabbed her by the neck
and arm, and pushed her back into her car, the sergeant said.

At that point, the victim jumped out of the passenger door
and started screaming for help, Pachkowski said. Her hus-
band came from their house and the suspects fled i n their own
car.

Sayreville police later learned the suspects drove to
Woodbridge that night and were charged with a burglary in
that town, Pachkowski said.

After investigating the matter, Sayreville Detective Michael

Both men were charged with strong-arm robbery, threaten-
ing to kill, and attempted auto theft, PachkowBki said. In
addition, Edwards was charged with attempted kidnapping
and theft of a purse.

The two suspects were being held yesterday in Middlesex
County Jail, Edwards on $250,000 bail and Herbert on $160,000
bail, a jail records clerk said.

The female accomplice was not charged.

Cogeneration Plant On Line

Mayor John B. McCormack has announced the North
Jersey Energy recently conductadaaynchronizationaMwnony
at their 300 megawatt congernation facility on Jernee Mill
Road in the Borough.

The North Energy Cogeneration facility was approved by
the Planning Board in May of 1989 and will supply 8team to
Hercules Bnd electricity to Jersey Central Power & Light
Company. Under terrnsofa blight agreement arranged by the
Governing Body and the Planning Board, the facility will pay
the Borough approximately one million dollars per year in lieu
of tax payments. Without the blight status, the taxes paid
would have been substantially leas than one million dollars.
Under the blighting agreement all monies paid will remain in
Borough coffers and none will go to Middlesex county. Had the
area not been blighted and property taxes were to be paid on
the facility, the county would get 26 percent.

McCormack hailed the North Jersey Energy project as one
that is good for theenvironment, industry and local taxpayers.
"This facility will produce clean and economic energy and will
pay a substantial amount of money to the Borough, he said
Both PlanningBoardChairman Jim Robinson and McCormack
pointed out that Hercules ability to secure steam at a reduced
cost is an incentive for the major industry to stay in the
Borough. Hercules employs approximately H00 people. Thai
HerculeB has entered a longterm agreement to buy steam from
North Jersey Energy signals their committment to reniiun in
Sayreville; that's a good sign fur the town,' MeConnmk nr»d
Robin HOII said. The two officials also noted that the facility will
serve as a catalyst for commercial development in the Jemee
Mill Road section of the community. "This facility will attract
additional ra tables in thatsection of the community, and will
be an important first step in revitalizing the Jernoe Mill Komi
area," McCormack said. The site of North Jersey Energy
Facility had atone time been part of the #2'B' Line, of Hercules.
Plastic pellets were once manufactured by Hercules on th«'
site, but have not been made there in nearly twenty years.

NJEA has a 25 year contract to produce and soil electricity
to JCP &L, helping to insure that area customers have an
adequate supply of electricity to meet peak load demands. The
amount sold will represent approximately 10% of J< 'V&t. H
system.

The cogeneration facility employed five hundred pcopl*1

during its eighteen month construction period and will em-
ployee one hundred people onro it is operation. The facility will
burn natural gas. Hercules had relied on fossil fuel oil to
produce itH steam. Natural gain significantly cleaner to burn
than is fuel oil, and air quality in the area should improve HH
a result of the facility.
