The state Department of Environmental Protection and
Energy (DEPE) and the Raritan River Steel Company have
signed an Administrativa Consent Order (ACO)through which
the company haa agroed W address long-standing water pollu-
tion problems at its Middlesex County facility, Commissioner
Scott Weiner announced today. The ACO also culls for the
company to pay a avil penalty totalhng 515,250 for pa-t
water pollution violations

continue sy a primary responsthihty for the DEPE, Commis

McCormack has a Plan
to Save YMCA

Mayor John B. McCormack announced that he will take
immediate action to stop the proposed demolitionof the YMCA
on Washington road. YMCA officials, in responsctoaninquiry
from McCormack , have confirmed the facility is in the process
of being sold. The pool, they say will be demolished and offices
will be constructed. Reportedly, Alan Jacobs, a local engineer
18 the contract purchaser.

"We have made significant strides in improving the parks
and recreation program in Sayreville in the last few years, and
I'm not going to sit by and see the 'Y sold out from under us,”
McCormack said. The mayor noted that the facility is theonly
public pool in the community. "We have plenty of office space
in this town, and [ don’t see additional office space on Wash-
ington Road as a priority,” McCormack said. The mayor noted
that preliminary approved for 60,000 square feet of condo-
minium office parkbehind the YMCA wasn granted in 1988 und
thosc officenpave not been huilt because of market conditions.

McCormack said he has written to the Planning Board and
has asked them toimmediately consider the creation of a new
zone which would permit recreational, cultural and educa-
tions uses along Washington Road. The new zone would not
includeoffice space asa permitted use. The zone would include
the YMCA property, Kennedy Park, Burke'« Park, the Presi-
dent Park Little League Field and the mall surrounding the
Woodside development, the High School, Junior High School
and the library, among other things. McCormack, who has
aiready discussed the proposal with Planning Board Chair-
manJames Robinson, said he would provide details of the new
zane plan to the Board atits Auguat 26th mecting. The Mayor
hus directed Robinson to have the Planning Board expedite
consideration of the plan.

McCormack, who 1s an education by profession and who
served as the Borough's Recreation Superintendent for 156
vears before hbecoming mayor, said the destruction of an
important recreation facility 18 a step backwards for a town,
and he will do everything legally possible to prevent the
destruction of the pool McCormack noted that the 'Y aiso has
child care facilities and tennts courta

"We've made great strides with the parks in thiy commu
nity in the last few years.” McCormack said. "We have just
complotea extensive improvements to the Woodland Avenue
Park and fields in the Morgan soction of the Borough. Im-
provements to the Selover School recreation arca are planned;
We are cuitently in the process of undertaking a massive
refurtishing of Burkes Park. A new tot lot was recently
installed at Kennody Park and improvements to the tennis
courts are plannoed. The Planning Board recently required the
Karnell group to construct a tot lot at ‘Miller's Corner in
connaction with their development,” McCormack said. "1 am
committed to parks and recreation in this town, and | will not
let any developer close the Y to construct an office park,” he
said.

The Mayor also expressed some annoyance that officials of
the YMCA did not advise him of the potential for the sale pnor
to the property going on the market. “Tlet them know quite a
while ago that [ wanted tobe appraised of any changesin their
situation; that this word was out on the street before we got
any official notification s certainly unfortunate,” McCormack

waid.

In South Amboy we bave an elected Board of Education
whose members formutate the school budget and the taxes
requiredto support that budget | have absolutely no control over
the members of the Board of Education or thewr budget and the
resulting taxes.

| do believe our taxpayers must be informed by the Board of
Education why they found 1t ngcessary to raise taxes 33 points
afterraceiving new additional state aid amounting to $72 1,000 00
this year.
