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Pharmacy Bill Sponsored
by Otlowski

Pharmacists would find out quickly about physicians, den-
tists or veterinarians who have lost their licenses or who have
been ordered by their respective professional boards to utop
preacribing or adminiatering drugs, under a bill given final
legislative approval today by the General Assembly.

Under the measure, the State Board of Medica]l Exeminers,
the State Board of Dentistry and the State Board of Veterinary
Mcdical Examiners will have to notify every barred from
writing prescriptions for or administering drugs.

The list of pharmacy owners is to be provided to the three
boards by the State Board of Pharmacy.

Assemblyman George J. Mlowski (D-Middlesex), one of the
bill'a sponsors, said physicians, veterinarians or dentists with-
out licenses or whose preacription-writing privileges have
boen revoked, "but right now, there is no reliable system to let
the pharmacista know who has a license in good standing nnd

who doesn't.”

Assemblyman Thomas J. Thich (D-Bergen/Passa. |, an-
other sponsor, added that the bill alvo requires the profos-
sional boarda to let the pharmacists know when a dictor,
dentiet or veterinarian's license has boen reinstated.

The measure, A-911, was merged with an identical mea-
sure spansored by Senator Thomas H. Paterniti, 8-3229, and
approved by & 72-0 Assembly vote.

Today's vote was for concurrences with Senate Committee
amendments. The bill now heads to Governor Florio's desk.

Mayor John T. O'Leary’'s
Letter to the Citizens

Dear Citizens:

| think most peopie would agree two of the most important
issues conironing government today are property taxes and
fostering economic and job development.

Recently, atthe behest of a powertul lobbying group, our state
legislature took up consideration of Assembly Bill No. 5046 "The
Business Retention and Equitable Taxation Act.”

The purpose of this bill is to amend the defimition of locally
taxable real property. Essentially. thislegislation would stoplocal
tax assessors from making business machinery and equipment
subject 1o local property tax assessments.,

The New Jersey Business & (ndustry Assoctation, the [obby-
ing group that has endorsed this bill, says that making business
machinery and equipment subject 1o local property taxes will
chase business out of New Jersey and result in the eimination of
countless manufacturing jobs throughout our state.

On the other hand, exempting business machinery and equip-
ment from local property tax assessment will shift the burden of
making up the lost tax revenue o residential property tax payers.

Since iocal tax assessors presently have the power to subject
business machinery and equipment 10 local tax assessments.
and there is no evidence that iocal tax assessors are abusing this
power, the New Jersey Business and Industry Association's
prediction of a massive loss of jobs and businesses without the
passage of this legisiation rings hoilow.

Yet, | recognize that business and industry awareness of the
mere ability of local tax assessofs 10 assess property taxes on
business machinery and equipment may be enough to cause
industry to think about locating elsewhere.

Rather than the blanket ban on local property tax assessments
on business machinery and equipment this legisiaton would
impose, | would recommend that the current guidehnes currently
used by local tax assessort in assessing taxes on business
machinery and equipment be inserted into this legisiaton, |
believe this compromise would provide industry the assurance

that they will not be taxed out of business, while maintaining the
integrity of the local property tax base. Most importantly, the
compromyse | am recommending will avodd a massive shift of the
Ig::ul property tax burden to the homeowner and rentars of our

ate.

| urge all of our residents to communicate with our state
legisiators and urge them to consider this compromise.
