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Boro Dems Give Plan

The DemocraticCandidates, Alan Haag, John s. Wisniewski
and Barabra Kilcommons believe that the people of Sayreville
can ill afford any more of the short aighted “cost saving"
policies of the Republican controlled governing body. The ill-
conceived, misguided poorly planned programs have estab-
lished a sad legacy of neglect for future generations in our
town. The "penny wisc and pound foolish " approach taken by
the Republican administration hassystematically dismantled
the essential services that made the citizens of Sayreville
proud to live here.

The Democratic Approach

1. Sanitation: Democratic Candidates Alan Haag, John S.
Wieniewski and Barbara Kilcommons propose that the Sani-
tation Department immediately im plement the recommenda-
tions outlined in the report prepared for the Borough by
Rutgers University which will reduce costs by reducing over-
time and will increase efficiency in the department, while at
the same time allow the department to be restored to full
staffing.

2. Parks: Democratic Candidates Alan Haag, John S.
Wicniewski and Barbara Kilcommons propose a three part
approach.

{(a) First, open a dialogue with the County Board of Free
holders to explore the possibility of the County contributing to
the maintenance of certain Borough parks.

(b) Second, explore the possibility of having developers
contribute to a "Maintenance Trust Fund" for Borough Parks
while they are before the Planning Board, and seek the
elimination of the present policy of allowing developersdonate
new parks which can not be properly maintain.

(c) Third, require that any new parks created by developers
in subdivision plans be accompanied with a Maintenance
Asrsociation responsible for the park to eliminate future tax
burden on the Borough.

3. Other Services:

(a) Establish an "Office of Volunteer Assistance” using
existing staffand volunteers toencourage citizens to voluntoer
their time in the areas of senior citizen, recreation and public
health.

(b) Eliminate the practice of taking employees from other
departments to colloect trash.

(c) Establish a Borough Maintenance Master Plan outlin-
ing all maintenance projects for the next ten years and estab-
lishing a time frame for future projects.
