Letter to the Citizens

Dear Citizens:
As you know, on Sunday, November 10, 1991. Perth Amboy's
24 inch water transmisson mam from Perth Amboy's Water
Treatment Plant at Runyon ruptured, cutting off the supply of
potable dnn king water to the City of South Amboy.
As a result of this incident we reached out to our surrounding
communities fire departments, emergency management
teams, Sayreville Mayor John B McCormack and Al Jolly.
Director of the Sayreville Borogh Water Department to assist
South Amboy in installing temporary water connection
between Sayreville and South Amboy for drinking water and
fire protection
The response from al! concerned was immediate and
extremely helpful
As a result of the generous assistance of Mayor McCormack
and his staff, South Amboy was able to make the necessary
connections and begin receiving a water supply from Sayrevitle
Borough around mrinighton November 12,1991.
Water supply to South Amboy residents continued
uninterrupted principally due to the spint of cooperation
ftxhfcted by Sayreville's officials. I wish to extend my sincere
thanks to Mayor McCormack, Al Jolly, our South Amboy Water
Department staff, principally Ren Mechanic and Jerry Garnett
and all those fire and emergency personnel who volunteered
their services forthe benefit of our residents.
On Tuesday, November 12, 1991 I presented the Fiscal Year
1992City Budget to Crty Council.
I intend to work wrth Crty Council to ensure this budget
continues the present level of Crty services and protects our
taxpayers to the greatest possible extent
This will not be an easy task The commrtment the incoming
State Legislature has made to reduce the State Sales Tax from
7% to 6% will add an additional $550 million dollars to the
present projected $800 million dollar State Oudget deficit.
Gft/enthe tact that the two largest increases m this years State
budget were in mumncj)al revenue aid and revenue aid to
school districts, the new State Legislature will be forced to
raduce these catagortes of aid to balance the State budget As
a result of the reduction in munmcipal revenue ad and revenue
aid to school districts in the State budget, the tax burden will be
BhVted to local property taxpayers
Making our task to reduce costs even more difficult are State
mandates that drive up the cost of City operations
As an example, the State of New Jersey has mandated all
munincf)alities must recycle 60°=. of the solid waste stream by
1994. Presently. South Amboy recycles 25% ot our solid waste
stream. To comply with this State mandate. I have been forced
to include additional funding in the City budget for the purchase
of new recycling equipment and personnel that will facilitate the
expansion of our recycling program so we can meet the 60%
requirement.
In addition, the State is also requiring all munmcipalrties to
implement a "911" Emergency Cai1 Sysiem which will cost
about $50,000.00
There is no queston these are worthwhile programs, but rt is
time the State recognises rts responsibility to fund the cost of
new and expanded servces municipalities are being required
to pro vide
I pledge to our residents that I will work with the City Council to
make the hard budget decisions this year to soften the impact of
fiscally oppresive State policies and revenue reduction
practices whch are directly and indirectly responsible for the
majority ol increases in local property taxes.
