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Boro Parents Ask For
Day Care Help

On November 20, the Raritan Bay YMCA notified the
parents with children in their Parlin YMCA latch key and day
care programs that the programs would be discontinued as of
December 20, 1991.

Despite repeated assurance that the Parlin YMCA would

continue programs after the facility closed, parents have been
given 30 days notice to make alternate arrangements.
The parents have formed an organization called “Concemned
Working Parents.” The organization consists of approximately
40 families with children currently enrolled in the latch key and
day care programs. The purpose of the groups is twofold; one,
to continue the existing programs without the YMCA and, two,
to bring to the attention of Dr. Marie Pamnell, Superintendent of
schools, the need for laich key programs in the Sayreville
schools system, Concerned Working Parents’ objective is to
have their children in a safe, drug-free, structured environment
after school.

To continue the existing programs the group is asking the
Sayteville school system to bus the children from their school to
a latch key program on Main Strect in Sayreville.

Mrs. Diane Rizzotti, who has run the latch key and day care
programs for the Parlin YMCA for many years, has been
persuaded by the parents to continue these programs. All that is
needed in transportation to the laich key facility.

Sayreville Schools have refused. ‘o bus children to any
location but the bus route their home is on. Exceptions to this
rule, the group knows of one exception, came after a year long
effort. Concerned Working Parents have 30 days. The group is
looking to Mavor John McCormack to expedite their request.

Sayreviiie 1s the only school district in this immediate area
that doesn thave latch keyv programs operating in their schools.
Excerpis from: a ictter from Concerned Working Parents to Dr.
Marie Parmiell dated November 25, 1991 follows:

Dear Doctor Pamell:

‘I am wnting to vou as a representative of Concerned
Workitp Parents Our group consists of approximately 40
families whose children are enrolled in the Parlin YMCA's laich
keyv and dav care programs. As you may know, we were given
notice on Wednesday, November 20 that all programs will cease
o operale on December 20, 1991 giving us only 30 days
advanced notice.

"We urgently need your help. We have persuaded Mrs.
Diane Rizzotii to continue the latch key and day care programs
that she has operated for the YMCA for many years. She has a
facility available for the children and needs only transportation
for the children from school to this facility on Main Street in
Sayreville. We are asking for transportation for the children to
this facility. As enrollment fluctuates, approximately 40 chil-
dren are involved-~children that will need to be bused some-
where on January 2. Our parents can no longer absorb the cost
of private transportation--the cost of a van and insurance is
prohibitive.

“Other schools districts offer laich key programs in the
grammar schools. Only Sayreville has ignored the needs of the
working parents.

“We must have an answer now. Alternate arrangements have
to be made. We are a group of single and dual working parent
families. We work outside the home by necessity, not choice.
Not working is not an option. Our salaries pay the rent or
mortgage. Lack of child care means choosing between loss of
our homes or leaving our children home alone or with substan-
dard care. Home care can be difficult to find and an individual
day care provider just cannot always be there (sickness, vaca-
tion, family emergency). Private home care still requires trans-
portation.

“Our children are currently in a safe, drug-free, structured
environment. Many of our children have been with our “Miss
Diane” since they were toddlers. Their emotional well being
requires that this critical relationship continue. Let the love and
trust continue.
