Sludge Plant Being Upgraded
The Sayreville sludge plant, which has been the source of
numerous complaints iroui Mclrose and South Amboy
residents, is being upgraded to eliminate the odors with a new
scrubbing system.
The cost is !>o.5 million.
The plain dries out sludge by treating it with chemicals, then
leaving a soil-like substance.
The scrubbing is a three stage operation. Air is pulled out of the
curing bunker by four fans thai have a combined circulating
power of 400,000 cubic feel per minute. The dewatered sludge
is dried and then goes through the scrubbing process.
From the curing bunker, the air makes contact with sodium
hypochloride. a product that is used in swimming pools, to
eliminate the ammonia or fishy odors that the residents have
complained of.
After the fine mist scrubbing process, the third stage is the
"clean-up", in which the chlorine odors that may be added in
the lirst stage are removed.
