City Taxes Go Up
In an effort lo meet revenue shortfalls. The City of South
Amboy will raise the property tax rate by 10 cents per $100
of assessed valuation. City officials have been trying to fill a
$275,00gap in the budget.
A spending plan was to have been approved by Ihe state and
adopted in Spetember but has been delayed, causing the
shortfall. This had been money obtained by the state on the
city residents'utility bills.
Called I ranchi si ng gross receipts, the state normally collects
the money and returns most of U lo the mnnincipalily
according to a formula that gives a munineipality with
power-generating plants proportionately more money.
The state normally takes money from the lop for iheir won
needs then filters the rest back to the towns. Due to the state's
revenue shortfall, more money was taken from the city than
was expected.
In an effort to keep the tax rate from skyrocketing, the city
sees savings from new employee health-care plans with
lower policy fees; lower tipping fees at Edgeboro landfill in
East Brunswick from trash collection monies.

YMCA lakes Over
Child-care Service

TheRaritan Valley YMCA< based in Fast Brunswick, will
operate child-care and latchkey programs beginning today
at the United Methodist Church in Sayreville, replacing a
similar program that had been operated by the Parin YMCA
on Washington Road.

The East Brunswick YMCA already operates child-care
and latchkey programs for more than 220 children
throughout East Brunswick. South River, Milltown and
Monroe according to John Malinowsky, YMCA Director.
The Raritan Bay YMCA, based in Perth Amhoy operated
the Parlin Y, but because ol' debt, the Raritan Bay YMCA
tried closing the Parlin facility and selling the land.
The sale became controversial as Mayor John McCormack
of Sayreville wants to salvage the pool located w\ the site for
borough residents, as it currently is the only such facility in
(he borough.
Meanwhile, the working parents who depend on the child-
care programs formed an organization called Concerned
Working Parents, and sought help lo find another agency
that would continue these programs.
The Concerned Working Parents group approached Marie
Parnell, Sayreville Schools Superintendent and the School
Board of Education on the feasability ot busing the children.
This issue, according to John Malinowski. has been settled.
Before the program was cancelled by the R.iritan Bay
YMCA, parents paid approximately Si70 monthly. The
new rates have not been published.
