Three Scheduled for Layoffs

Faced wath demotions cond pay cuts three ciry emiployees now
face possible Tayalts 1o ther retasals o aceept the lower

The notices were atready handed to the city accountant,
Margaret Gornun: purchasing agent. Mary Sue Felice: and.
Cathy - McCarthy,  administrative secretary. The ity
anempting o close a ST00,000 shortage, said these layotts
willsave Soath Amboy approximately $45,000.

The budget shortage was caused by the delay in passing astate
Scnate bill that would give South Amboy benetits of
approximately S100,000 for the city acting as host for a
Middlesex County Utilities Authority sewage pump station.
The Layotls may never come t pass as the state Department of
Personnel must approve the layolts and may transter these
notices toemployees with lesser seniority.

I an ettort w avoid these layotts, city officals asked the PBA
and SOA (Superior Otficers Association), as well as other
muninctpal unions, to postpone their raises for the next five
months. Ofticials said this would save South Amboy $37,000.
The police officers agreed to forfict all 1992 raises to save the
three jobs but also added that they would want the current
administration | including the mayor, the coungil and the
business administrator, toresign.
