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Rabies a Concern
to Brenda Green

Sayreville history was imade lastvear when Brenda Green was
appotinted as the first wonman on the Board of Health. The role
of women on that important board was cxpanded s year
when she was clected President and when liene Drvzan was
appornted to the Board. "I0s kod o odd, when vou tnnk ot'it,
that there has never betore been wonen on the Board,” Green
said. The Board of Healthhas ihepower and aathonty to adop
ordinances relaung o the protection of the health of Borough
residents,

Green is already busy exercising her duties as President. This
week, in a letter to the Mayor and Council. she suggested that
dead wild animals, such as skunks and raccoons, tound along
the Borough roadways be necropsied to see if they have
rahies. "We've all noticed a lot more road kills lately, and 1
think we should know if these dead animals were rabid,”
Green said.

Green said that rabid animals have been captured or identitied
in towns as close as Edison and Englishtown, Middiesex has
had 83 reported cases of rabies; twenty of which have been
reported in nearby Monmouth County. Rabies is spread
through the saliva of infected animals and eftects the central
nervous system of its victims. Humans who are infected with
rabies must undergo a series of weekly injections to combat
thediscase,

Police Ofticers and other Borough employees who notice
dead animals along the roadways should note the location, and
the proper authorities should be notified to collect and
necropsy the animal. "I) rabies has spread to this community
it's important that we kiow about it so that our residents,
especially children,canbe warned,” said Green, She theorizes
that many ol the wild animals seen lying along the roads may
have beenall betore they were struck by cars. Skunks and
raccoons are nocturnal and healthy ones will not wander
aronnd during the day.
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Reduced Budget Forces
Cutbacks at Dowdell Library

Cuts 1 state and iy tandimee
tor the Dowdell Laibrary have
torced  the  reduction or
climination of some services.
Several meetings of the library
board over the past two months
have produced, however, a
plan which maintains essential
services.

Effective Monday, February 3,
the library will no longer be
open Monday nights, of Friday
and Saturday mornings, The
new schedule will be Monday
and Wednesday, 9 AM to 5
PM, Tuesday and Thursday 9
AM to 8 PM, and Friday and
Saturday, | PM 1o 5 PM. The
forty-six public hours will be
the lowest amount offered (o
library users since the carly
1970's.

The
library's Fiscal 1992 budget of
$188.367 is a reduction from
the annualized Interim 1991
budget of $190,934, State
library aid has also dropped
16% 1n the past two years due
10 a dechine in the local
population and loss ot ull
tunding fromthe state aid.

Cutbacks in state tunding have
also caused the ehmination of
the popular Open Borrowing
program. Funded by LINX
through  the  New  Jersey
Library Network. it provided
South Amboy residents free
aceess to other local public
htbraries. particularly
Woudbridge. As ot January 1,
South Amboy  hbrary  card
holders may  enly use the
Waoodbridae Puhlic Library by
parchising o Woodbridge
hibrary  card.  a reciprocal
policy s now i etrect ar most
locat hbrarres. The Dowdell

Library  allows decess 1o
patrons  from o all o local
commuies exeept
Woodbridge and East
Brunswick.

The trustees and staft of the
Dowdell Library regret the
curtailment o  all  these
popular services, and hope that
some can be restored in the
future.
