You may have read recently that South Amboy

Memorial Hospital could become a psychiatric

hospital.

I am sure you found this prospect to be as upsetting as

I have since South Amboy Hospital was built many

years ago to service the medical needs of our

community. The proposed conversion to a psychiatric

hospital would end this much needed service to our

residents.

With hte support of Third Ward Councilman, Jim Reick,

I will be meeting with the Hospital's Board of Governors

to try to dissuade them from pursuing the conversion to

a psychiatric hospital. In addition, Assemblyman

Steven Mikulak has already contacted the New Jersey

State Department of Health Commissiioner, Frances

Dunston, to express our opposition toJtus^proposed

change.

On February 20, 1992 at 7:30 P.M., I will be holding a

town meeting to enlist the support of our residents in

demonstrating the need for South Amboy Hospital to

continue ottering a full range of medical services for

our City At this meeting, we will discuss how, with our

residents help, this can be accomplished. This

meeting will be held at our Senior Citizens Center at

108 S. Stevens Avenue. I hope to see you all there.

I am pleased to report that State Senator Randy

Corman has refiled legislation that was not passed in

the last session of the Legislature that may mean

substantial dollars to South Amboy and Sayreville.

This legislation provides host community benefits

revenues to South Amboy and Sayreville for hosting

the M.C.U. A. facilities. Our South Amboy City Council,

as well as the Sayreville Borough Council have passed

resolutions in support of this legislation and I plan to

actively lobby our State Legislators for an earty

passage of this bill.

On Tuesday, February 4, 1992, City Council adopted

our Fiscal Year 1992 Budget. I am pleased to note the
