Thank goodness, Winter is over and Spring has
sprung!

Along with the beginning of Spring we have the
commencement of two important City improvement
projects.

First, Broadway Phase | and Phase Il covering the
areas between Main Street and Augusta Street began
on St. Patrick's Day and is expected o be completed in
eight to ten weeks time. The construction is parially
funded by a $360.000.00 grant from the New Jersey
Fund and

provides for the reconstruction of the street and

Department of Transportation Trust
sidewalks, antique hghting fixtures, flowering trees,
grey tone sidewalks as well as replacement of the
utility lines beneath the roadway.
Phase ill of the Broadway Reconstruction Project
covering the area between Augusta Street and David
Street has been awarded a $140.000.00 grant from
the New Jersey Department of Transporation Fund.
This phase of the project will shortly be put out for bid
by the City Engineer.
Once the project is completed, you will see a vast
improvement in the appearance of our Broadway
business district.
Also, last week. Middlesex County began construction
on the improvements to the "Hole In The Wall" on
Stevens Avenue. The county will be sandblasting and
painting the interior and exterior, install new interior
lighting and milland repave the roadway.
This work wili greatly enhance motorist safety as well
as vastly improve the appearance of this structure.
| am pleased to announce City professionals have
been meeting, at my direction, for the past two weeks
1o investigate the feasibility of restructuring our sewer
rates for the purpose of implementing a more equitable
distribution of costs to our residents for this service.
The present method of consumption billing our sewer
charges have increased the costs of this service for
those of our residents who water their lawns and wash
their cars athome.
The City Council and | would like to change our billing
methods so residents do not pay sewer charges for

water consumption that does not go into the sewer
system.

Presently, City professionals are analyzing the internal
information necessary to making this change.

The Council and | expect we will have more definitive
information soon that will facilitate a more fair and
equitable method of billing our residents for City sewer
service.
