Response Team)

As you may know, the Hazmat Unit is a highly trained

group that responds to any hazardous situation that

may affect public health and safety in Middlesex

County Hazmat is the first to respond to any

hazardous material discharge caused by industrial

accidents, roadside spills or fires involving dangerous

material and are there to take any and all measures

necessary tocontam the discharge

Freeholder Jim Phillips, with the support of our

County's volunteer firefighters, has recommended

Hazmat be expanded to 21 staff members, to ensure

an adequate number ot personnel are available for 24

hour a day coverage Freeholder Phillips indicated the

costs for the additional personnel would be in the

range of $300 000 00. which is less than half of the

cost of funding the current nine person stcff

Expanding the Hazmat staff to 21 members would

reap a significant savings in overtime costs as well as

ensuring a prompt response time to discharges that

occur after regular work hours A prompt response is

key to avoiding possible ground and stream

contamination from spilled hazardous materials

In this light, the additional cost to fund the expansion of

the Hazmat staff is minuscule compared to the

potential environmental cleanup costs that would be

associated with such contamination

The protection of our County's environment and

citizens should be one of the Freeholders' primary

considerations in deciding how to spend our tax

dollars

In my view, the additional cost is well justified when the

health and safety of our County's citizens are at stake.

Robinson Critical of MCUA •"
Sayreville Planning Board Ch;iirman James H. Robinson has
criticized the MCUA's plan tocondem *0 acres of land sothey
can construct a $2.1 million administration building.
Robinson considers this land lo be prime industrial and/or
commercial property that will lead to future raiables for the
borough. The property, which is off the new Main Street
extension, is presently owned by NL Industries. "The MCUA
already owns almost 300 acres of property in Sayreville, they
certainly don't need 30 more acres lo construct an
administration building for their executive staff," said
Robinson. On March 23rd the Planning Board unanimously
voted to recommend the MCUA not to construct the facility.
Under slate law, the Planning Board can only make
recommendations on projects proposed by public agencies,
they cannot vote to approve or reject them. The motion IO
recommend againsi the facility was made by Mayor John B.
McCormack.
The Planning Board has announced plans to fix:us their
attention on the redevelopment of the NL site. If developed,
this site could produce yearly tax revenues of between
$250,000 and $300,000, Robinson said. The Borough
recently constructed theS4.3 million Main Street extension to
open up that area of the town to allow for commercial
development.
