Starts New Fine Policy

Concerns about the increasing number of overdue materials

have prompied the boards of trustees of the Dowdell Library
o institute several changes on how those overdues are
handled.

The current policy of five cents per item per day open will
continue ineffect.except for videos. cquipment. and reference
books. Those categories have a daily Tine of one dolfar per
day. Books from the adult department which are overdue
longer than four weeks will now be charged one dollar per
week as oreach Moaday at 9 AM,

When the fine on any matenal equals the original cost, the
library will dectare the iteay Tostand ask the patron to pay the
cost of the book e acprocessing charge of STO.OO o replace
i Only cash o checks wiil be aceepted for pavment. and no
refunds will be envenar the e subsegoently foand,
At to the number of corracts with pateons who have
overdue matertals will abvo poantoettect. Up o three phone
calls and/or wraten onces will be made by the bibrary.
Previousty.as miany as ¢rehe or nrne calls would be made 1
aunempis teeetmateril returned.

In sddion e using acollection agency. the hbrary board has
also asked the cuy counctl to pass an ordimanice atlowing the
library to Lake patrons to municipal conrof ther outstmding
materials and hnes exceed S 10,

“Books have became very expensive. explinned hibrary
director Keith McCoy. "Most novels are over $20, and non-
fiction often mns close o S30, o the of tour overdues can
mean STOO of iy properts missing trom our iveatory, plus
the frnes., Good siesrdshp teamads thatwe be more diligent
aboutretrieving these s

MceCoy alvoexplaned that iibrary users may renew books up
Lo three addimonal imes of two weeks each, enther by visiting
or by calling the rbrary . This allows them to have nadertals
out for almost two months. He abso noted that the changes
were aimed st encouraging people to bring biack books sooner,
betorethe fines escalate.

Tree Ordinance Proposed

Developers in Sayrevitle would be required to repliace rees
they take down, and plant extra trees to compensate tor
poltution it a proposal by Planning Board members James
Robinson and Donald Newton becomies law. The ordinance.,
dubbed the Tree Conservation and Keforestation Ordinance
was unanimously agreed to by the Planning Board and has
begn sent to Mayoer McCormack and the connctl for their
approval. The Mayor and Councilman Edward Rappleyea,
the Board's liaison to the Council, support the measure.
Robinson said requiring builders to replace trees they removwve
1s an idea thal is catching on around the state, but the coneept
of requiring developers to plant additional trees to remove
pollutionthat is generated by developmentis anoved idea.
Under the terms of the ordinance a builder will have three
options in replacing trees:(1) The trees can be replaced on the
site, (2) the trees can be donated to a ‘tree bank” where they
would be cared for unti) they are targe enough to be planted in
parks, schools and other public property, or (3) they can
donate S100 per tree to the Shade Tree Commission. The
woney will have to be used by the Commission to care for
Irees.
