Mayor John I O'Leary's
Letter to the Citizens

Dear Citizens:
At my request the Port Authority of New York and

New Jersey, undertook a local assistance initiative
which included a transportation study to provide ve-
hicular access to two developments planned for the
near future

The report details proposals for roadways that
would link area highways to the City's waterfront This
report isamajorslepindevelopingourCity Oneofthe
developments that would come about if the new ac-
cess roads were built would be a mass transportation
hub. This facility would be unique in the State because
it would include ferry boat, train and bus service The
benefit of a center this size to our city would be parking
and other fees, a revitalization of our Downtown area,
allot this would help to offset our largely residential tax
base.

In addition the new roads would provide access
to a vacant and now landlocked area between Pupek
Road and Raritan Street This area could provide
room for light industrial buildings and parking spaces.
There would be a new road linking this site to Route 9
and 35.

Another new road spelled out in the report is an
access road that would start at Catherine Street and
Stevens Avenue and continue across Broadway to the
area known locally as the "landfill" Rosewell Street
could be widened and connected to lower Main Street
on properly that is now owned by Conrail A bridge
already in existence which formerly carried trains to
the waterfront could be used for the new access road

The purpose of the Port Authority report was to
hep us plan possible locations tor new access roads,
it includes detailed maps and aerial photographs and
contains a traffic study on the number of cars that
would be generated by the planned developments

This report would have cost the City $70,000 00
if we had engaged a private firm to perform it, however
it was provided to South Amboy free of charge by the
Port of Authority

For the past three years I have talked about a
private/public partnership in connection with our land-
fill. A project of this size is too large to be undertaken
by our City alone so we must now seek Federal and
State money along with private developers to make
this project a success

The City Council and I have met with the Rede-
velopment Agency and we plan to continue meeting
with them and the Planning Board until all plans are
formalized The waterfront area in our past history was
the hub of activity that made South Amboy prosper, by
revitalizing this area and expanding our light industrial
zone, South Amboy can, and will, be prosperous once
again.

Perhaps more importantly, the study also revealed
that people who expressed feelings ot loyally to the commu-
nity generally were those who most often frequented down-
town stores. "The implications are clear," said Fladmark.
" A small (own has to otter social and commercial amenities
that make its cili/ens feel good about the community so that
people will want to give their business to downtown mer-
chants."

Providing free parking is another area where small
towns could gain points with customers. "About two-thirds
of those surveyed indicated that free parking was an impor-
tant consideration in deciding where lo shop." said Sauer.
"But less than one third fell there was enough of K in their
towns. So there's a big gap between what they want and
what is provided."

Products most often purchased within a community
are prescription drugs, food and beverages, health and
beauty aids, pami and hardware, and auto parts and sup-
plies. People most often shop outside the community for
clothing (women's, men's and children's), domestic items
and toys.

Small town retailers who may feel pressured by
competition to open on Sundays may be encouraged lo
know that less than one quarter of the respondents felt that
was important.

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Housing Authority *\empt
in Senior Housing Plan

The Sayreville Planning Board ma ;• noi have the legal
authority to reject a controversial senioi cui/en's housing
project being proposed by the Housing1 Authority, Planning
Board Chairman James Robinson recently slated.

Robinson said thai members ol tJte Housing Author-
ity informally told Inm ihcv aie exempt Irom requiring
Planning Boardappioval, tn much the same way Ihe MCUA's
recent plans lo construct a S2.5 million administration
building were exempt 1'iom requiring approval. While
members of the Planning Board knew the project did not
require lormal approval, it treated the inaller as an ordinary
application to allow fora more thorough review and gain
more concessions from ihe builder. "Legally they can build
what they want, where they wan! because they're an autono-
mous authority and state law gives them thai right, but it was
in the town's best interest to subject them (o a more thorough
review," Robinson said. The statute says (hat Planning
Boards have the right to review and make recommenda-
tions, but not the right lo reject or approve capital projects.

Originally, builder James Gillette was the applicant
Gillette had come before the Planning Board a number of
times on an informal basis. The Housing Authority then
became the applicant so that low interest loans could be
obtained, making the project more affordable for .senior
citizens. The authority also expressed interest to manage
the facility to insure dial occupancy is limited lo Sayreville
residents and so that il is run with local input. Planning
Board and Housing Authority members, as well as Mayor
John B. McCormack have repeatedly said they want any
senior projects to give preference to Sayreville residents.
