Complex

The developer ol the pioiect has already received noiilication of approval for the
construction ImanciiiL'. Once ihe building is completed the MOUMIIJ.1 Authority will obtain
Ihe ivnnaneiu fin;uianjr through the 1 ederal Home Loan Bank The Federal Home Loan
Bank is not a federal ayency. If the developer should default during construction, it is his
obligation to repay the bank not the obligation ol the Housing Authority.

Once the building is completed and accepted, the rents received from the occupants
of ihe building will be the only source of revenue to repay the loan obligation. No local
funds or local obligation of any kind will be used M will in no way al feet the Borough of
.Sayrcvilie's bond structure.

The Housing Authority has taken an aggressive approach lo providing senior cili/en
housing for residents of the Borough. A Senior Citi/en Honsim? Preference Survey was
undertaken by the Authority which underscored the need for housing. Approximately
4i)",i of the respondents of the survey would possibly consider moving to senior housing
if it were available at a rent they could afford. 31 (7< would consider moving into a rental
unit. There are approximately 6,1(K) people over the age of 60 living in the Borough.

In addition to the survey indicating that housing is needed, COAH, Council On
Affordable Housing, will be issued a second round of fair share obligation to the Borough
based on the 1990 census. That obligation should cover the period of at least from 1993
through 1999. The 1980 obligation was 374 which was fulfilled mostly because of
Lakeview at Sayrevillc contains 300 units. There is no reason to believe that COAH will
lower the affordable housing obligation of the Borough for the 1990's.

Presently, the taxes on the vacant land are $3,477.00 The completed project will
not pay taxes but instead pay a PILOT, Payment In Lieu of Taxes, of $28,000.00. The
difference is any taxes collected by the Borough, only I4.7'# or $4,116 would be used for
municipal purposes. Wilh a PILOT, all $28,000 would be used for municipal purposes.

The proposed Sayreville Senior Cili/en Housing Complex is to be located on
Washington Road next lo the South Amhoy l-lks Club The site is not a preferred one in
Ihe opinion of some residents However, if a perfect sue were chosen the cost of
purchasing the land would be borne by the residents ol the complex, thus making the rents
considerahlv higher. Wilh an aesthetically pleasing landscaping design, ihe siie will be
,i verv desirable location. 'I'he site is next to a railroad track with some overhead wires.

In those cases already
verified by local and stale authorities as IVIIISJ rabid, one
incident invoked a UCCIH'H sighted nc.u a I arm area in the
borough; another a skunk winch ap|vaivd t o l v il l ami the
thud a vomit?, domesticated animal. Hach ol the animals
vvascaiiL'lit In the local animal control officer and sent to the
Now Jersey Rabies l.aboialoiy. where i! was determined
that the animal was, in lad . infected with the rahies virus.

She furthei emphasi/ed that rabies is spread through
the saliva ol an animal and an individual must come in
contact with such an animal to be mtected.

To avoid the possibility of being bitten hy a rabid
animal, individuals must take certain precautions and, in
general, use common sense First and foremost, she urged
thai both adults and children refrain from any contact with
wild or stray animals. Secondly, she stated that children
should be discouraged from playing with any unknown
animals, even a dog or a cat. Under no circumstances,
should an individual attempt to catch or trap a wild or stray
animal. Such animals, however, should be immediately
reported to the borough animal control ol l iceral 727-4444,
who wil l capture the animal.

On I he chance that a person is bitten by an animal.
Ms. Green suggested that the following steps be taken: I.
Get a good description ol the animal. 2. If Ihe animal isa pel,
determine the owners name, the license registration num-
ber and the vaccination status, 3. Cleanse the wound thor-
oughly with soapy water, 4. Seek further treatment with a
physician or at an emergency room, and .*v Report the
incident to the Board of Health at 3W-7012, ()nce again, do
not attempt to catch or trap the animal l( must be noted that
individuals bitten by a rabifi animal must receive a series of
weekly innoculaiions to prevent additional medical com-
plications.

If a family pet is bitten or attacked by another
animal, Ms. Green stated that the incident should be imme-
diately reported to the local board of health and the pel
should be treated by a veterinarian.
