| amsure that imany of you have read the various
newspaper articles about the Woodbndge Maternal
Recycling Facility turtung awady the towns that have
been bringing therr co-mingled recyclables there,

Qver the past several years many changes have
taken place i the recychng ndustry - Five years ago
you were able to sell your co-mingled recyclables tor
$15.00perton Thecompanesthatwere buyingthese
recyclables started to charge tor transpontation - A sort
time later they were charging for processing as well

When we began our curbside recychng program
five years ago. we decided to source separate the
materials betore collection in order to bring in the
greatest revenue tor the City  That was then and still
is, the smanest we could have made

Over the years the residents of the City have
been able to keep the cost of solid waste down by
recycling The money we have received fromthe sale
of our recyclables has enabled us to buy equipment
and to pay for the educational maternals and newspa-
per adverlisements that we use to encourage and
promote our recycling program

By now. all of you have received the new notices
that were delivered 1o your homes concermng our
recyclingprogram Thechanges outhined inthis notice
are necessary 10 ensure that we will be able to receive
the highest value for our recyclables and to mantain
our markets

You will notice that beginning the first Wednes-
day in August that we will only collect recyclables four
times per month  On August 7th, we will start with
Zone 1 which goes trom Henry Street nonth through
Mechanicsvilie. on the 1stand 3rd Wednesdays Zone
2 goes trom John Street south to the border with
Sayreville and wil be picked up on the 2nd and 4th
Wednesdays of each month

We will continue to pick up white goods (retrig-
erators, air condtioners. stoves. hol water heaters,
elc ) by appointment only  You must call the Depart-
ment of Pubhc Works 1o schedule pickup at 721-1211,
7:00 AM to 3 00 PM, Monday through Frnday

Another thing | would like to mention 1s the
construction and demoition debns  The cost for
disposal of this type of waste 1s prohibitive: and should
not be paid for by our taxpayers {tisthe responsibility
of the owners of residential and non-residential pre-
mises o arrange for private collection

Some people have asked about grass clippings
and we are encouraging you to follow the County of
Middlesex's suggestion ot cutting and leaving your
clippings on the tawn  We have placed pamphlets in
the Library and Senior Ciizen's Building that explain
this program
