The first 1s ACR-2. the proposed constitutional
amendment that would provide state tunding for
mandated programs Over the years the State has
mandated many programs and has tailled to fully
tinance them causing you. the taxpayer. to carry the
burden Case in point 911 the State wide Emer-
gency Phone System that each municipahty must
implement and pay for out ot current tunds because
the State provided no funding for it It the State
sees fit to mandate these services then they should
pay for them

It now appears that the State Senate may not
approve ACR-2 in time to get the questhion on this
November's ballot For some reason. ACR-2 has
been reterred to the Senate Judiciary Committee,
chaired by Senator Bill Gormiey Please contact
Senator Gormiey at 609-345-0013 and urge him to
schedule ACR-2 tor a committee vote immediately.
Remind him that the State Constitution imposes
certain timetables tor the passage and adventise-
ment of proposed constitutional amendments. !
urge you to contact your Senator. Randy Corman at
651-8682 and ask him to support ACR-2. tell him
how important this matter 1s 10 you

The other tem | want to tell you about is a
proposal that will be made to skim 16 3 million
dollars frorir the Awd to Densely Papulated Munici-
palities Program in order to restore tunding for
various State programs and service

This money s currently 16 3 million dollars of
property tax reliet It this proposal is approved it will
not remain that  We cannot support the use of any
propenty tax reliet tunds tor State programs

From tne start of the State s hudgetary delib-
erations this year we have asked tor the tull continu-
ation of all property tax 1ehiet tunding - This proposal
will cost important State Aid dollars that we have
counted on and oh winch we have based our
budget.

Please let your Legislators know how impor-
tant these issues are and ask them to support us in
these matters.

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Governor Signs Victims
Testimony Bill

The Governor stened it Law bl that would allow
the victims of violent crimes 1o be able to testty directly
betore the State Parole Board.

The bill sponsored by Senators Randy Corman (R-
Middlese x) and Bill Gormley (R-Atantic) and would allow
the victims of first and second degree cnmes and the
families of victims killed during the commission of i first
and second degree crime to testify directly before the State
Parolc Board.

Senator Corman stated that this bill to let victms and
their families look rightinto the eyes of the parole board and
plead their case for not releasing a potennally dangerous
criminal.

The biil s i response 1o the case of Mres. Pat Maller,
of Egg Harbor Twp., New Jersey. Herson'skiller was up tor
a parole heartng betore the State Parole Board, then under
the executne directorship of James McGreevey. However
the Board arburaciby culed that the vichms and ther tami-
les were wcheble o tesudy, no matter how hemous the

crime.

"There » no substitute for face-to-tace testimony,
and there s no better way to estimate the damage and pain
caused by a crmumal’s dcuons than to hear the story asat i
told by the victim, from the vicum's perspecinge,” stated
Senator Corman.

"This Tegislation s about justice and 1ts about undo-
g the arbirary acnons of the State Parole Board and
ensuring that victuns are heard and ther teelmgs are tahen
mto constderation. To do otherwise would be to add msult

to an already grievous mypury” concluded Corman.
