South Ambaoy Mcnorial Hosprtal' sows Patnicia Stock-
ton Svizeny, R.N. has proved that there 1s no such thing as
a nurse on vacabion. Durmg what she boped would be a
restful weekend in Cape May, Svizeny was called ontosave
the hte of a young boy.

Svizeny was relaxing in her hotel room on Saturday
afternoon, August 8, when she heard an excited knock on
her door. She answered 10 lind a young boy in a panic; his
eight-year-old coustn was drowning n the hotel pool.

Svizeny insunctively ran to help, not even noticing
that she was only partiaily dressed. She arrived at the pool
1o find the semi-conscious child already tuming blue from
lack of oxygen,

Identifying berselt as a nurse. Svizeny and a fellow
vacationer nminediziely retneved the boy from the pool.
She then began to pertorm Rescue Breathing iechmgues,
mcthod of resuscanon wineh had been the topic of an
annual mservice cducation lecture at South Amboy Memo-
nal Hospriad onby crelit dass carlier.

Withinminutes, the boy regained color and began e
cry, anindicabon that he had resumed his proper breathing.

“T'myustglad the hid started erying,” explans Svizeny
Although she admats thatit was rewarding (o be there for the
child. she humbly mamtais that, "It's just part of the job.'

The boy was quickly taken to a nearby hospital by
