Mayor John T. 0'Leary's
Letter to the Citizens

&

Dear Citizens:

At the August 28, 1992 City Council Meeting, a
Resolution was passed 1in opposition to Senate Bill S-
913 and Assembly Bill A-1540.

Both Bills would permit the sale of beer and wine
to unlicensed restaurants through the creation of a
new Limited Retail Consumption License. These bills
are designed to substantially increase the number of
public facilities where aicohol beverages will be sold
and consumed

This legislation. it passed. would create thou-
sands of additional outlets for the underage drninkerto
purchase and consume alcohol

Due to budgetary cutbacks just last year. the
Alcohol Beverage Control Enforcement Bureau was
reduced by nearly 50°, Because of thisthe ABC
does not have suftictent enforcement personnel now
How could they possibly handle thousands of add:-
tional outlets? This Legislation would create innumer-
able enforcement problems not only forthe A B C . but
all enforcement agencies at the State. County and
Local levels.

With the possibiity of so many licenses goingto
fast food outlets where our young people frequent.
why create additional opportunities to lempt them
. On July 5. the Star-Ledger printedan article that
said National Highway Safety Depantment's represen-
tative statedthat over the pastien years drivers under
the age of 21 are now less likely than other drivers to
be invoived in aicohol related car crashes that end in
death.

The National Highway Traftic Safety Administra-
tion said drunk driving deaths for all drivers have
declined but the decline for drivers under the age of 21
has been even more dramatic than for other age
groups.

This legislation presents severe contlicts with
this municipality's and the State of New Jersey's
efforts to reduce the consumption ot alcoholic bever-
ages.

| urge you to contact your State Legislators
immediately and to tell them that these bills are not in
the best interest of our children and our municipality. |
am sure that as parents, we will all rest much easier
knowing that our children wont be able to purchase
beer with their hamburger or pizza.
