Possible Tax Increases Viewed
In a startling development, (iou-rnoi Jim I Inni absolutely vetoed Senate BillS-240,

Uiich would haw provided ihe lorn.1 anticipated ami much needed financial relief to both
South Amboy and Sayreville. Bmh tow ns are adversely effected by ihe Middlesex County
Utility Authorities Sludge Deuatering Plant located in the Mel rose section ofSayreville.
The section of Sayreville Borough borders Uie City of South Amboy.

The bill was introduced by Senator Randy ConnaJ) and sponsored by Assemblymen
Steve Mikulak and Ernie Oros in the Assembly, and would have provided relief to both
towns because ol their proximity to the plant and its odors.

A Florio spokesman said the legislation was vetoed because il waskx> narrow and that
he would like to sec a bill that would help all communities in the slate that host sewage
treatment plants. Critics were quick to point out that a similar measure had been approved
that provided money to Florio's former home district in Camden.

"The Governor had a chance to help the long suffering residents of Sayreville and
South Amboy." said Connan. "Instead, he chose to betray the people." "What is truly
outrageous." lie continued, "is that the Governor has broken a promise he made to Mayor
O'Leary last year to sign the bill if it passed in the Legislature, but Florio also promised not
to raise taxes when he was a candidate in 1989, so breaking promises at the expense of the
taxpayers is nothing new to him."

The people of South Amboy and Sayreville have lodged over 1,095 odor complaints
since the MCUA Sludge Plant began operations and this bill was to offer relief to the
taxpayers. Now both Sayreville and South Amboy lace the prospects of either cutting
services or raising additional taxes to replace this aid. In Sayreville case, this cost would
average $45 a homeowner, while in Small Amboy the cost would be $40 for the average
homeowner. Sayres ille's Council is contemplating arc raise in sewer rates.

"Absolutely nauseating." is how a Ha/let motorist
described it.

Traffic was at a \iriual stand-still in South Amboy
and Sayreville. Motorists were busy going up and down
side streets in an effort to find a way to work. The Victory
Bridge was jammed and (here was a severe accident on the
Edison Bridge, leaving the roads to South River as the only
alternative. The Garden State Parkway was bumper to
bumper back to the Garden State Arts Center.

It began approximately 4:15 a.m. Friday morning,
when two men in a Jeep were crossing the Edison Bridge
along with a Pathmark tractor. The Jeep was said to be
swaying back and forth from one side of (he lane to the
other. In an effort toavoid the Jeep, the truck dn vcr, Patrick
Scalzo. 44, of Lakewood. pulled into the outer lane and
while passing the vehicle, the Jeep went under the tractor,
jack-knifing the trailers. The impact caused the Jeep's gas
tank to explode engulfing the two passengers and the
tractor-trailers' cab in flames.

Both of the Jeep's passengers were burnt beyond
recognition and relatives thought to be the next of kin were
notified pending a dental record check of the victims.

Scal/o suffered minor injuries but was said to he
visibly shaken from the experience.

.V. to Accept Credit
Cards for Surcharges
New Jersey Department of Motor Vehicles will soon

accept credit cards lor motorists to pay lor ttieir surcharges.
This option is expected to increase ihe collections lor ilk-
state.

"One of the major challenges that we lace is lo
increase our annual collection of the surcharge program,"
said Attorney General. Robert J. Del Tufo. "The Merit
Rating Plan was signed into law February 10, 19S3 to bill
and collect insurance surcharges based upon certain traffic
offenses (Point System), with the penalty lor non-payment
being the suspension of the driver's operating license. The
surcharge was also established to help offset the losses ol
the residual auto insurance market. By law, MVS is
required to collect these surcharges and currently transfers
HO percent of the money collected into that fund, with the
balance going into the state's general fund."

Beginning in November, motorists will he able to pay
their surcharge bills over-the-phone IISIIIL' their Visa or
Mastercard. The system will work as when you order and
cha rge flowers, liilts or other i tems o u r the phone .
