Uliider the exishing stute, every county was required
1o achieve the reevebmy ol at deast 15 pereent of the total
mumcpil solid waste stream by December 31, 1989 and at
feant 25 percent by December 31,1990, The new bill
requires that cach distnier’s reeychng plan provide for the
recvehng of at least 60 pereent ot the total solid waste
streamn by December 31, 1096,

Senator Cormin also stated that this has financial, as
well as environmental, impheations. “The disposal costs
borne by municipalines and counties will be considerably
reduced it they recyele over half of their gencrated solid
waste,” he explamed.

Senator Corman also noted that this legislation s a
high priority of the State's environmental community and is

supported by the New Jersey Environmental Federation,
the New Jersey Public Interest Reseasch Group, and the
Energy.
