What is a racist? Lately, it would seem that a
racist is anyone who utters a sentence that has some
reference in it to race, religion or national origin. That
is far too broad and incorrect a definition, however.
Webster's Ninth Collegiate Dictionary defines a racist
as someone who believes "that race is the primary
determinant of human traits and capacities and that
racial differences produce an inherent superiority of a
particular race " For example, a racist could be
identified as someone who believes that a trait of a
particular race somehow demonstrates the inferiority
of that race or the superiority of their own A racist
could be identified as someone voicing such a belief

How about a bigoP Some people believe that a
racist and bigot are one in the same They are only
partially right Referring to Webster again, a bigot is
someone who is obstinately or intolerantly devoted to
his own opinions and prejudices." Clearly if you are a
racist, and are obstinate and intolerant in your belief
"that race is the primary determinant of human traits
and capacities you are also a bigot Bigots, however
do not necessarily have to be racists For example, if
you were a Republican Councilman and though that
every single Democrat you met was a racist, you would
probably be a bigot. You wouldn't necessarily be a
racist, however, because parly affiliation is not a
mattor of race

What about someone who is prejudiced7 Is that
person a racist too? Webster's defines prejudice as
"an adverse opinion or leaning formed without just
grounds or before sufficient knowledge " Therefore
someone who is a racists is obviously prejudiced
because of their belief "that race is the primary deter-
minant of human traits and capacities" and that such
belief is "without just grounds " However someone
who is prejudiced is not necessarily as racist. For
example, I am prejudiced about eating liver While I
admit my knowledge on liver is insufficient, I just don't
care for it So I am prejudiced insofar as liver is
concerned

I thought it was important to point out the differ-
ences in these words Sometimes, these words are
used to point out the wrongs in a constructive fashion
Dr to help bring together the many diverse people that
Ihis country is so fortunate to have Other times.
however, these words are used interchangeably, with-
out much thought |usttorjeta headline That is stupid
Webster's defines stupids auting in an unintelligent
or careless manner

II is tune that the people of Sayreville knew the

truth about some of those who claim to be opponents
of the Gillette Senior Citizen's Housing project. Tom
Keegan, who seized every opportunity to claim he was
opposed to the project actually worked behind the
scenes to make sure this project went through. Exam-
ine these facts:

The Housing Authority offered both Mr Keegan
and hisclansman, Eileen Butler an appointment on the
non profit agency formed in conjunction with the senior
housing project The Housing Authority made the offer
knowing that Mr Keegan and his alter ego. Mrs Butler
were opposed to the project Both Keegan and Butler
declined the otter ovon though it meant they would
have been in a posit ion U • vote to defeat this project At
the meeting of the non profit corporation, tour mem-
bers voted in favor of the- project One of the commis-
sioners, who publicly stated she opposed the project,
voted in favor of the project because it would have
been pointless without others voting along with her,
Unfortunately she was all alone in her stance at that
meeting Had Keegan and Butler taken the appoint-
ment, they most assuredly would have voted against
the project, if we are to believe what they say. and the
vote would have failed The Gillette senior project
would have died How sad some people talk a good
game, but when given the opportunity to act, worm
their way out of ft What a shame1

There is another interesting bit of information
that the people ought to know Tom Keegan was
intrusted with a petition, apparently bearing over 1.000
signatures, in opposition to the project Many volun-
teers worked long and hard to collect these signatures
In fact, the petition was started by a lady in her 80's,
who wanted the voices of other seniors to be heard.
Mr Keegan never turned over those petitions Even
though the promise was that these petitions would be
presented to the Housing Authority, the Planning
Board and the Mayor and Council, no one has seen
them since they were given to Mr Keegan He sat on
those petitions, and the voices of a thousand people
were silenced Mr Keegan betrayed every one of the
people who signed that petition In fact, many people
who opposed this pro|ect did not attend any of the
meetings to voice their opinion, because they thought
their petition would have been given to the proper
authorities What a cruel hoax Mr Keegan has playec
on the seniors of Sayreville1

The night the project was approved Mr Keegan
rushed to the microphone and in ,) most assuring
voice, announced he would personally contact the
county prosecutor aruj the attorney general for a full
investigation Many of the people who were at the
meeting heard Keegan and believed him They went
home thinking that the proper authorities would look
into this situation The Planning Board offered to
cooperate in 11u• investigation and even offered to
have their entire file forward to any investigators Mr.
Keegan suggested Six months later he hasn't even
contacted the Board tor anythirK] Another empty
promise, meant only to trick the people of Sayreville
into thinking he would take some action. In fact, what
he did was to dissuade anyone else from asking for an
investigation Very clever of Mr. Keegan; how unfor-
tunate for the public

You might wonder why Mr. Keegan would have
gone out of his way to help the Gillette project get
approval while appearing to oppose it. People might
ask why Mr Keegan said he would present a petition,
or call for an investigation, or serve on a committee,
and not do any of those things Why would Mr Keegan
try to appear as the chief opponent to a project he
actually helped get approved? The people should
remember that Mr Keegan ran for Mayor of this town
in 1987 and in that unsuccessful effort collected thou-
sands of dollars for his campaign. The money came
from engineers, lawyers and builders. Could it be that
Mr. Keegan is just trying to pay back some old friends
for their generous support in his campaign to be
mayor? How clever of Mr. Keegan, how unfortunate
for the people. t • * J •

• Mow many \ otes a re counted and how many a r e

needed to win?

By law. the votes are counted on January nth before

a |oint session of Congress. A majority ol electoral votes is

needed lor a candidate to win. This year, if each slate
appoints ihe number of electors to which it is entitled, the
total of electors will be 538. Therefore, 270 votes are
needed lo declare a victor. 11 the Electoral College fails to
reach a majority, Ihe House of Representatives elects the
president, and the Senate selects the vice president.

• Are the electors required by law to vote for the
presidential candidate who headed the slate on which
they won?

Twenty-six slates have no such requirement. Nine-
teen states and the District of Columbia stale that electors
are bound to vote for the candidates who head their slates,
hut do not have penalties for violators. Five states -- New
Mexico, North Carolina, Oklahoma, South Carolina and
Washington- have established penalties. Of more than the
16,(KK) electors who have been chosen since the first elec-
tjon, only eight have violated their pledges.

• Has the presidential candidate ever lost the
popular vote In November and still won In the Electoral
College?

Yes, three times. In 1824 Andrew Jackson received
37,(XX) more votes than his opponent, John Quincy Adams.
However, neither candidate won a majority in the Electoral
College, so the election was turned over to the House of
Representatives, which selected Adams as president. In
1876, Democrat Samuel Tildcn received 250,000 more
populaj votes than Republican Rutherford B. Hayes, but
