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Borough Seeking
Senior Citizen Sites

In his latest report to the commissioners ol the Sayreville Housing Authority,
Executive Director Anthony A. Trausano saul that a special meeting was held in October
for the sole purpose of having public input forsites for future senior citizen housing. Various
boards and offices ol the borough were invited to attend.

Mayor John McConnack spoke in favor of additional conventional senior housing
and the need for specialized senior housing. He presented a plan within a master plan for
the area surrounding the Senior Citi/en Drop-In Center, located on Mam Street, where there
is apparently sufficient vacant land to buikl. He also suggested additional joint meetings
with the Mayor and Council, Planner, and Planning Board.

With the Drop-In Center acting as the hub of recreation and social activity, the area
around it could be developed for an adult day care center, as well as a congregate care
facility. McConnack suggested that this may not be the only site available and that Ihe
Housing Authority aggressively pursue all sites and funding resources. He stressed that the
aging population ol the borough will cause a pressing need for senior housing in the near
future. McCormack added the Authority has a tremendous charge a head of them and all
avenues should be explored.

In an effort to expedite the mayors charge, the Authority Commissioners interviewed
aconsultant who submitted a proposal for frail elderly housing. There was nodecision made
as there was additional information requested. When (his is received, the commissioners
will decide to hire the linn to pursue Ihe concept of frail elderly.

One of the Authority Commissioners reported he was told that ihe Sayreville Little
League would be interested in trading their complex on Washington Road for a site on the
Main Street extension. The League president, Robert Venneal, was contacted by Mickey
Sedlak, Supervisor of Sporis for the SayreviJIe Recreation Department. Mr. Venneal sent
a letter to Mr. Sedlak in which fie slated that the information he received was incorrect, and
that the League was not lllteiCiloliU U ;>J>UM uit'* IMUCMUM* ihtu lh*! l̂ eMpue ww interested
in obtaining another Held. In his letter, Mr. Venneal further stated that the property was not
owned hy the Lcayue ami, therefore, have no authority to negotiate with anyone regarding
it. The property is owned by the Borough of Sayreville and is leased to the League.

Brenda (ireen. President of the borough's Board of Health, proposed the bankrupt
Colony Club complex on Jernee Mill Road as a possible location for senior cih/en housing.
The project was p;n nally built and is currently unoccupied. A phone call was placed to the
trustee, Sterlint1 AiKertistng (iroup. in Pennsylvania by Anthony Travisano. He spoke with
the company piesuleni. Joseph C.ihca. and was offered the following information about Ihe
site; there arc approvals tor 170 lownhouses, there are 36 huili (ur at some stage ol
completion), ol the ,V>, In are sold and some are occupied, the sanitary sewers are in the
ground, while the storm sewers and water lines are incomplete. The asking price is
S3,4<)<).()<>(>()<!. Mi. (ilica estimates it will cost another SI.dOO.IXHl.OO to complete the
infrastructure and finish the 20 units in various stages ol 'completion. If the remaining 134
units could be built lor SXO.OOO.OOcach. that additional amount would be $1(),72O,(XK).(K).
The grand total would come to $15,72().(XX).()O or each individual unit would cost
$1()2.()7H.(M). As a rental unit, the rent would be approximately $1,000.00 per month. There
would also be a problem as to what would happen to the 16 families that presently live there
who are not senior citizens.

Other locations and suggestions will be reviewed in an effort to locate possible sites
for affordable senior housing.

Our City will receive an additional $568,000.00
from the Slate of New Jersey in Fiscal Year 1993 in the
form of Municipal Rovitalization Aid and $83,000.00
additional in gross receipts tax funding over what we
received last year This tunding was made available by
Governor Jim Florin in his continuing efforts to bring
property tax relief to our State's Cities

These additional State revenues for our City

services provided to our residents without any in-
creases in the Local Purpose Property Tax.

On October 26. 1992 I received a letter from
Thomas M Downs.

priority which has resulted in an increase in the tunding
available for local and county transportation projects.

This money will be used to fund Phase IV of our
Broadway Reconstruction Project

This year South Amboy has been extremely
fortunate in the help that we received from Governor
Florio and it is this help that has made it possible for rne
to achieve my goal of zero increase in our Local
Purpose Property Tax.
