at Municipal Conference

League of Municipalities Conk-rence. Ma.or John B.
McConnack has announced. The League-conference, which
is attended by municipal officials from throughout New
Jersey, is being held in Atlantic Cily this week.

McConnack was pleased to announce thai Borough
officials will receive two separate awards for the improve-
ments to Burkes Park:
Borough Engineer David Samuel of CME Associates will
receive an award from the New Jersey Society of Engineers
and, for the Planning Board, Chairman James Robinson will
receive an award from the New Jersey Planning Officials.

The park upgrades were made possible when O'Brien
Energy agreed to the Planning Board's suggestion that the
park be improved during O'Brien's bearing on their applica-
tion to build a cogeneraboo facility on Washington Road.
Under most circumstances municipalities are prohibited by
state law from requesting improvements or contributions
from applicants. The Planning Board was able to argue that
the improvements benefited O'Brien as much as they did the
Borough, making the contribution legally possible. Since
being dedicated in May of this year Burkes Park has
become one of Sayreville's most utilized recreational areas.
Picnics, which can accommodate more than 1,000 people,
are scheduled at the park for most weekends in the summer
months.

New Jerse> Steel plant »>n Mam Sired in Sayreville, the
company isgoing ahead wiih their siatc-of-the-an improve-
ments with their plani. The upgrade is expected to cost in
the area of $40 million.

The renovations include a steel handling system
where the Mast furnace would only have to be open once a
week rather than continually being opened a number of
times each day. This will result in 20 9F energy savings and
will make the melting process cleaner for the environment.

Other modern additions include a new casting ma-
chine, upgrade in the plants watering system and an ad-
vanced air pollution device. A new building is also to be
constructed after an existing building is demolished.

Many local residents consider New Jersey Steel's
decision to stay in Sayrcville a mixed blessing because of
the noise and pollution coming from the plain. Others see
it as another way of big corporations ol'puitinj.' pressure on
the state utility companies to come up with lower rates thai
would be subsidized by all \hc oilier customers.

The steel company einered an .icfcemeni with Jersey
central Power & Light Company thai w (mid i educe ihe sleel
companys' energy bill of SIX 6 million by about a third.
New Jersey Steel had threatened to leave its present site and
move lo Pennsylvania if ii didn't j?el any relief from the
utility.
