Dear Citizens:
1 am pleased lo announce the City's Fiscal Year 1993

Budget reflects a prudent spending program that maintains
existing service and stall levels without increasing the local
purpose tax.

This means the average homeowner with a house
assessed at S65.0O0.O0 will pay $409.50. which is the same
amount as Fiscal Year 1992.

The Fiscal Year 1993 local purpose tax rate will
remain at .63c per $100.00 of assessed valuation.

Maintaining a siable tax rate in Uie (ace of rising costs
has been achieved by thoroughly reviewing and reducing
operating expenditures thai do not affect existing services
by the City.

I am pleased to point our property owners will pay
only 16% of their totaJ property lax dollar to fund ihe Fiscal
Year 1993 Budget.

In addition, our City will receive through my lobby-
ing efforts an additional S568,000,00 from the Slale of New
Jersey in the form of Municipal Revitalization Aid and
$83,000.00 additional in Franchise and Gross Receipts
funds this year.

These additional funds are a crucial component in our
City Budget's revenue picture and are,only available due to
Governor Jim Florio's continued dedication to property tax
relief for our State's residents.

I would also like to thank members of our City
Council who gave me their full cooperation and dedication
in formulating a budget that is beneficial to all our residents

Finally, 1 want to take this opportunity to wish you
and your families a happy, healthy and joyous Christmas
and New Year.

Meat Donation
Bill Passed
The Stale Senate ap-

proved legislation that would
allow hunters to donate the
meat of wild $>;ime animals
to food hanks or organiza-
tions that provide food to
indigents

The sponsor of the
measure. Senator Randy
Corman. pointed out that in
1989 a sportnian s group
wanted to donate meal to a
charity but was restricted
from doing so by the Depart -
ment of Health. Under cur-
rent law, game meat is not
permitted to be given to
charitable organizations.
Only meat intended for sale
is permitted to be distrib-
uted.

"This legislation
makes good sense." said
Senator Corman. "States like
Michigan and Texas already
allow game meat to he do-
nated to chanty. So in my
view, in these lough eco-
nomic times, sportsmen who
want to help the needy by
donating some of their meat
to food banks should he al-
lowed to do so."

Under the provisions
of the bill, in order to accept
the donation, the meat must
be prepared and packaged
by a person licensed and it
muftUx labeled "not for sale."
