Admimstratm e Law Judee T Roger Perachith tound there was enough evidence to
support the South Amboy ity Counail's decision to suspend the hiquor hicense of Fatso
Fogarty's. He did s revies iy e consohdated cases thiat were belfore him. Judge
Persichilli found that the Council had acted reasonably and was i a manner consistent with
the facts. He did howeser, reduce the werms of the suspensions on three of tour of the
SUSPCINIONN.

Upheld by Persichith was the Counal' s decision to not renew Faiso Fogarty's hguor
license for 1991-92. The Judgee determmed the Council's deciston was based on the large
number of complimis betore thenr, the nature and extent of these complinnts, ind thew
relattonship o Forartv's operation along with thew effect on the sector ol the South Amboy
commumty - Peraichih tound thers and reasonable basas tor the evidence
constdered s relevant tme trame o warrant therr decsion not o renew the heense,

Perachiih, found that Fatse Fogariv s operation was maternadhy
