Robinson Calls for
Cogeneration Safeguards

Jmaes Robinson, Chairman of the Sayreville Plan-
ning Board, i the wake of the fire at the cogeneration plant
in Newark, has called upon representative of the borough's
two cogeration plants to meet with municipal fire otficials
to ensure adequate escape routes for all employees are
available mn the case of fire or other emergencies. The
Newark fire, where lubnicatmg othignited and three workers
died due 1o smoke inhalation.

In his address Robinson commented on the far reach-
ing and mnovative legislation adopted by the Board, includ-
ing a ncw fee schedule. atradler ordinance and a Tree Bank
ordinance which has received nanchwide atiention, The
PRIME /sone wis enacted. ensurig preservation of open
space and recreational arcas withm the Borough and the
newly renovated Burke's Park. which was dedicated 1n
May.

Robmson went on to sy that the homes being huiht
adjacent to the ratlroad tracks would be addressed, but not
through the adoption of a butfer ordinance. The bufter
ordinance would have reserved private property owned by
mndividuals tor the benefitof nesghbors, "This year, we will
address the apparent problem with locating homes too close
to the radroad racks. butwe will do ima legally defensible
and appropriate manner that protects both the environment
and the nghts of ndividuals o develop their property,”
Robinson sad.

Robinson also renewed his call tor SAVE, Sensitive
Arcas Vital 1o the Bavironmont. SAVE is a fund, using the
blight money given by North Jersey Energy. to purchase
environmentally sensitive property to save it from develop-
ment. The proposal would provide funds. other than tax-
payer money. to purchase fand that residents want saved
from development. The Counal has not acted on the
nroposal, which wis submutted i August. "Those who
speak with impassioned pleas o conserve the fand should
allow this detiming proposal to die a death of disregard and
neglect.” sad Robinson,

Ao suggested was an ordinance which would shift
the burden of paving for legal acton to enforce conditions
of approval. from the taxpayer to the apphicant, and an
ordinance to encourage child care facilties i the commu-
nmty.  The call for an mdependent pubbic advocate
represent the people before the Board wasreniewed. "Ttoss
this ball mto the Counaib's court one tinal wmes if they
choose to not consider the posiion, that is something 1 am
sure we will willingly accept, but the record should be clear
that the idea was put torward twice,” he sand.

The problemn of signs, those that appear trom no-
where. must be addressed.  Mentioned were the large
yellow ones with the blinking lights. "We must revise out
sign ordinances so that we are noublinded by the brightness
of what seems like a billton billboards, iand so the residenual
character of our neighborhoods 1s not compromised by
these blinking blemishes on our landscape.” the Chairman
sand.

Also suggested were three Saturday moming meet-
ings to instruct new members and the publ on the function,
purpose. powers and hmttatons of the Plannng Board; a
tour of the community ~o all can see first hand the areas we
will be concentrating on in the development of the Master
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
