Liquor Licensees Must
Post Health Warnings
With one of six babies born each year exposed to

drugs or alcohol during pregnancy. Governor Jim Flono
signed a law requiring bars, restaurants and other facilities
that sell liquor to post warnings for women about the
adverse affects ot drinking during pregnancy.

The stale Department of Health would be required to
prepare notices in English and Spanish which would be
distributed by the local boards of health to licensees. The
notices would warn women that alcohol consumption dur-
ing pregnancy can cause birth delects and low birth weight.
as well as FeUtl Alcohol Syndrome, l-'ines ol S50 for each
violation would be assessed under the new law.

Fetal Alcohol SyrUlrome (IAS) isoneol (he top three
known causes ot birth delects with accompanying mental
retardation and is the only preventable cause among the
three, according to the National Council ol Alcoholism and
l>rug Abuse. FAS can be prevented by abstaining from
alcohol consumption during pregnancy. Drinking during
pregnancy can also cause fetal alcohol effects, a less severe
form of FAS. which involves low birth weight and behav-
ioral problems. According to the council, an average of one
or two drinks daily is linked to decreased birth weight,
growth abnormalities and behavioral problems in newborn-.
and infants.
