Borough Looking into
Problems at Lakeview

Resident complaints such as insufficient heating,
inadequate secuity, interior and exterior damage have led
Sayreville officials to find ways to bear pressure on the
owners of the Lakeview development near Kennedy Park.

In addition, residents have complained that the land-
scaping near the development was not on par with the rest
of the area around 1.

One suggestion was 1o hold back the monthly subsi-
dies that are paid by the U.S. Deparunent of Housing and
Urban Development (H.U.D.) to the development. The
council recently passed a resolution requesting HUD to
procede with an investigation of the complaints.

The majority of the rents paid at Lakeview are through
HUD subsidics and administered by the Sayreville Housing
Authority.

The Lakeview development includes 300-units, 200
of which are senior citizen units,

"Vietnam Week."

The appeal to send items of clothing,
soap, candy, toothpaste, etc., o the Vietnamese refugee
children recerved an enthusiastic response from the stu-
dents, as well as, Mr. Page's sixth grade students.

All arucles collected were sent 1o the
520th Transportation Battation which has adopted anearby
Vietnamese refugee camp called "Project: Camp Colum-
bus.” This camp is composed of Vietamese who were
evacuated from therr homes due to intense Viet Cong
activity consisting of terrorism, kidnapping, and murder.

This Battalion is presenting new hope for the people of

Vietnam, yet their work would be quite limited without
having the support and assistance of those back home. The
students of Hoffman High have met this plea, and have
belped 10 make "Vietnam Week™ a big success.
