Dr. Anthony Novembre, Superintendent of Schools for South Amboy Public Schools,
has applied those words to Education: "In the Education business, you either lead, follow
or get out (>l the way."

The concept of a Cominumly School has launched South Amboy to the forefront of
the education business. South Ambo\ has come from the past into the present and moving
into the future as the Leader" of the Community School Concept. Other districts will
follow or they will gel out of the way1

The Community School Concept originated from the Ad Hoc Committee established
by die Board of Education and Mr. John Olexa, retired superintendent, to address the
facilities problem. The 23 Member Committee, chaired by Mr. Tom Cross, unanimously
supported the concept and recommended that the Board of Education consider it.

The Board of Education has accepted the concept and authorized the Musial Group
of Elizabeth, an Architectural Finn, to design tentative plans for the "Community School"
that would encompass Grades 7-12 and consolidate the following services and activities:

a. Public Library
b. Youth Center
c. Health and Human Welfare Services through South Amboy Hospital
d. Adult Education Programs
e. Day Care Program
f. Latch Key Program
g. Senior Citizens Programs

Dr. Novembre indicated that the State is making available low interest loans of 1 1/
2% for 5O'# of the total cost. This money is contingent upon the voters approving the School
Referendum scheduled for May 18, 1993.

Based on South

the city was required to test
water in 40 homes for lead
content.

Of the 40 homes
tested, 5 contained higher
levels of lead than allowable
by the Federal EPA and the
New Jersey DEP

Dwellings consirucied
between 1982and l9K6may
be particularly at risk since
much of the plumbing manu-
factured during those years
contained a high lead sol-
der.

Residents of homes
built prior lo 19X2 should
not be overly concerned he-
cause of ihe type of plumb-
ing used, officials staled. The
same would apply lo resi-
dents living in newer homes.

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Complaints Mount at the
Lakeview Development

Senators Bill Bradley, Frank Lautcnberg and Con-
gressman Frank Pallonc have all responded to concerns
raised by Sayreville Democratic Commitlccman and Plan-
ning Board Chairman James Robinson and Sayreville Hous-
ing Authority Director Anthony Travisano about the
Lakeview Development in Parlin.

Rents at the federally subsidized complex are % I ,035
per month for a one bedroom senior apartment and SI, 139
fora three bedroom low income unit. Rents for market rate
apartments m the area are much lower. In fad. Robinson
pointed out, Bnx>klawn Gardens, just across the street, units
rent from $625 per month, and Brook lawn offers wall tc
wall carpeting, central air conditioning and beautiful
grounds.

there have been complaints that although the tax-
payers ;ire paying outrageous rents through HUD, the
landlord does not provide landscape, security, mainte-
nance, adequate heat,orany other amenities. The buildings
are not carpeted or air conditioned, and furniture in the
common areas of the senior citi/eu building is old, lorn and
institutional. That furniture looks like it belongs in a bus
station, not a senior citi/eu home." Robinson said.

Complaints about the facility included missing locks,
broken lights, missing fire alarms, unwashed floors, broken
intercoms and security system, dead trees and shrubs, no
grass, and cold temperatures m the units. The Borough
engineer reported potholes, cracked curbing and sidewalks,
broken sanitary sewer cleanouts, siltation, and missing
vegetation. Residents also complained they were charged
to replace items lhat broke or wore out such as oven
elements, door knobs, and toilet scats. In some instances,
painters painting apartments charged residents forty dollars
for a better grade of paint. Free painting is supposed to be
provided.

On March l(), 1993 Travisano along with Borough
attorney Robert A Blanda met with HUD representatives in
Newark to discuss with them, and to show them with
pictures, the violations that had been documented. The
principal of Lakeview Developers. Ltd., Jack Pomeranc
had met with them at an earlier date.

The HUDrepresentatives. with Travisano and Blanda,
loured the development with Lakeview management on
March 22. 1993. The HUD officials spent a pood deal of
time with the lack of heat in bathrooms al the senior citizen
apartments. Overall, this meeting was said to be very
beneficial with the HUD people, as well as the Borough
officials, with the government staff stressing the need fora
tenant organization thai would make recommendations to
the owner and form a bond between both parties.

Both Travisano and Blanda felt Uiat improvements on
all issues at the development would shortly be made.

The HUD representatives also indicated they would
again meet with Jack Pomeranc and then make recommen-
dations in a report were the unacceptable conditions would
be addressed and improved.

Michael Marcinc/yk, Borough Code enforcement
Officer, made an inspection of the family housing at
Lakeview on March 25, 1993 and issued 81 "Notice of
Violations". Lakeview has 10days to respond or be subject
lo court fines up to $1,000.00 per fine.
