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Dear Citizens:
J am pleased to announce with Mayor John B

McCormack of Sayreviile Borough and Middlesex
County Freeholder Jrm Phillips that South Amboy and
Sayreviile have made substantial progress in estab-
lishing a new waterfront recreational park that will
connect waterfront parks in Sayreville and South Amboy
providing our citizens a continuous uninterrupted 200
acre recreational facility

Freeholder Jim Phillips initially proposedthe idea
of a cooperative agreement between the County and
our municipalities in developing and maintaining a new
park facility Freeholder Phillips has advised me he
anticipates the County will have Two Million Dollars in
the Capital budget for our park project this year.

I have been working with Deputy Commissioner
Joe McNamara of the New Jersey Department of
Commerce and the Bayshore Development Office to
negotiate the acquisition of a New Jersey Transit
railroad crossing available

The park has been planned by David Samuel and
Thomas Sheehan, Planners for Sayreviile and south
Amboy respectively It will include actrve recreational
areas consisting of Softball, soccer, basketball and
tennis courts as well as a walking track, a mile of dune
preservation beach walks and both a salt water fishing
pier on the bay and freshwater fishing in our 20 acre
pond

In addition to this active recreation which is the
first phase ot the project, passive recreation will be
included in nature walks and trails covering both
beachfront and wooded areas

This project will connect the waterfront parks in
South Amboy and Sayreviile providing a continuous
expanse of public recreation for our residents

I believe that this will be the most gorgeous park
in the County We have been working hard to make
this project possible for a long time because the people
of South Amboy and Sayreviile deserve the pleasure
of a new park facility and our location on Raritan Bay

My thanks go to Freeholder Phillips and Mayor
McCormack for their untiring effort to move this project
forward

On a sad note I want to extend my sincere
sympathy to the family and friends of Mary Moran who
was tragically killed in a fire last Wednesday

My thanks go to the South, Amboy Fire Depart-
ment, First Aid Squad Police Department and all of the
other emergency personnel and volunteers who as-
sisted in easing this traumatic experience for the
residents of McCarthy Towers
