This year our summer program will include trips
to Great Adventure and the Liberty Science Center

On Saturday June 26th a field day featuring
various field events will be held at our baseball field
complex for all boys and girls ages 5 to 12 years The
program begins at 10.00 A M

In addition, we have a Pet Show scheduled for
Friday. August 6th at 6 00 P M at our Senior Center
parking lot: and. a Salt water Fishing & Crabbing Derby
at the South Amboy Boat Club with a date to be
announced according to the high tide schedule

The Derby will be open to all and prizes will be
awarded to the winners

I am pleased to note we had a very successful
opening day for the i993 Baseball Softball season on
April 24th This year we have added a new T-Ball
Division consisting of six (6) teams In addition, our
Midget divisions added one new team each and the
boys Babe Ruth League added a new 15-16 year old
division with four (4) new teams. We are very pleased
with the increased participation which speaks well for
our program
