"Obviously no one is perfect, but to miss over KM) votes

on important issues as health care, crime and environ-

ment shows that n is impossible to hold two public offices

and do justice to both positions."

McGreevey was sworn in as Woodbridge Mayor

on January 1, IW2 and continued to serve .is an Assem-

blyman until January 13, 1W2 when his term expired.

Corman's hill which passed the Senate last Novem-
ber would prohibit anyone from simultaneously holding a
seat in the legislature and a county or municipal office.
Corman a former Sayreville Council President, resigned
his Council seat to become a slate Senator.
