The liMi-graders should only have lo be bused out
to Sayrevdle lor approximately two years. Alter that
time, a now community school is expected to open.

IIJC new community school will house grades seven
through 12. Thehlth and sixth grades will then be moved
back to the elementary school mi John Street, South
Amboy.

Also in South Amboy, Si. Marys hlemeniary
School will he leasing live classrooms allowing the school
district more space lor prc-kindergarten and special
needs classrooms this tall.

With a tremendous overload cx[)ccled, the deci
sion ID reni the rooms was based on the enrollment
problems this year. 'Hiere may be uj> lo <>5 pre-school
students in the district come September.

The space will also permit the district lo keep seven
or eight students enrolled in the Middlesex County
Project Head Start Program HI South Amboy. The
school board will only h<)Ve to pay lor leasing the rooms
and a percentage ul the ulil i ly bills. The Middlesex
County Ijnploymeiii Opportunity Corp., the org.mi/a-
liou overseeing the Head Start Program, will provide Ihe
dtunei with $J«M.<)(M) winch wil l he use! to buy class
room supplies and p.ty salaries

$2,000 00 of the cost is being paid by grants from the
Middlesex County Ottice on Aging

In addition, we have a $4,OCX) Of) grant from fhe
Office on Aging matched with $ 1,333 00 in City funding for
our Senior Citizen Oulreach Program This program
benefits those of our senior citizens who for one reason
or another are shut in their homes Our Oulreach Pro-
gram provides a lite line to a host of services these
seniors would not otherwise be able to receive

Also, the city has received a $3,000.00 Senior
Citizens Safe Housing Program Grant These grant
funds will be used to upgrade tho security of private
residences with the if t^a'^tpn of security devices based
on surveys and re<. .mendations of our Police De-
partment

Lastly. Ihe City expects to receive a grant of
$10,000 00 from the Middlesex County Department of
Housing and Community Development to make reno-
vations at our Senior Citizen Center building to brmgthis
facility into compliance with the recently federally en-
acted Americans With Disabilities Act

The City has aKo recently r«f oived a grant of
$8,899.00 matched with 52 224 00 in City funding for our
South Amboy Muncipal Alliance Against Drug & Alco-
hol Abuse Our Alliance members are presently plan-
ning activities to utili/o these funds including educa-
tional events, dances, and other recreational events for
the benelit of our City's youth

We have also applied for a $1 000 00 grant from
the N.J. Department of Transportation to fund end of
school year graduation alcohol free parties to enhance
the safety of our City's youth

tt's our goal that one of the most joyous occasions
ot City's youth not be marred by an alcohol related
tragedy
