The City has received a Municipal recycling As-
sistance Grant in the amount of $58.000 00 from
Middlesex County This grant will allow our Recycling
Program to expand the scope of our recycling service.

To that end. the City has contracted with a private
recycling collection company to collect and market our

recyclables

Privately contracting the collection of our
recyclables has several benefits The Contract repre-
sents a substanttal comparative savings over the cost!
ot having the City statf perform this tunction. In addition,
our Public Works employees will have a minimum of
20% more time to devote to maintaining our streets,
parks, playgrounds and other Coy faciltties.

However, the pnmary benefit is we will be able to
expand the type and number of recyclables collected
at curbside and reduce our dumping fees at the landfill.

Therefore, starting September 8th and every other
Wednesday thereafter. you can recycle steel food
cans, junk mail and household batteries in addition to
the usual recycling of glass boftles and jars. plastic
pourable bottles, aluminum cans. corrugated card-
board, magazines and newspapers

An informational flyer will be distributed to your
home prior to September 8th on how recyclables are to
be separated. This flyer will also have a reminder about
the new collection schedule that you can keep handy.

We believe our efforts will enable our community
to meet the statewide mandate that 60°. ot the solid

waste stream be recycled.

With your cooperation and assistance we will
meet this goal and reduce our costs in the bargain
