Barges Illegally Dumping
in South Amboy

Charged with off-loading mud from N.Y.
generating station

The owner ol two barges, that have been tied up at
the northern section of the South Amboy waterfront, has
been charged with illegally dumping his cargo hy Middlesex
County Prosecutor Robert W. (iluck.

(iluck signed the complaints against Warren R.
Disch, owner ol Disch Construction. Disch has been
charged with three violations ol stale law. Disch is said to
have needed special permits m order u> discharge. Ins
cargo, (iluck charged Disch with not Living a Pollunlaiit
Discharge Elimination System permit from the New Jer-
sey Department ol Environmental Protection .uul Energy,
for not having a Certilication of Public Convenience and
Necessity Iroin the stale Hoard of Public Utilities, and for
not obtaining a permit to discharge a pollutant.

All charges may carry imprisonment.
Disch is said lo have oil loaded a portion of his cargo.

250 cubic yards of mud that was dredged al the Indian

So far, the testing has shown no si^'ii ol any nuclear
waste nor have they shown any sign ol posing as a health
ha/ard. Hie tests were perlormed al a New York labora-
tory and have indicated the material was not toxic. The
state DEPE. however, has asked for the material to be
relesied. saying the findings did not meet New Jersey's
standards.

Disch now has been ordered to remove ihe mud from
the South Amboy pier.

The Borough ol Sayreville has issued two sum-
monses against Disch, one lor violating sod removal ordi-
nances and the oilier lor violating the borough's Hood
ha/ard ordinance.

In addition lo the permits thai Disch has been charged
with not having, in order to dispose of the material in New
Jersey, Disch may also have lo ohum a Waterfront devel-
opment permit as well as a wetlands and si re am encroach-
ment permit.
